Zohreh Nosrat KHARAZMI (Assist. Prof. - University of Tehran):

Hashtag Feminism in Iran: From the Quest for Equality and Liberty to a Violent
Revolution

At the historical moment when post-feminism was imposing itself as a new
paradigm, the contested terrain of the virtual space empowered women for “redoing”
feminism. Twitter remained the key space for the fourth wave activists to materialize
a subculture with new social relations and emerging forms of political possibility.
Despite the fact that Twitter is officially blocked in Iran, #HashtagActivism has
remained vital venue for Iranian fourth wavers to participate in networks, and create
personal stories to bring collective changes. The present study, thus, focuses on the
most popular and highly trended feminist hashtags, during March 2021 to 2022, to
extract the major themes and socio-political demands. With the employment of
reflexive thematic analysis (RTA) and ATLAS.ti9.0.15 software, the results indicate
that four major themes, along with ten minor sub-motifs, pervades: first, recognition
and respect is required exempt from gender identity. It includes end of feminine
socialization and stereotypical portrayals, as well as, engaging men in feminism.
Second and third, respectively, the demand for moral relativism & tolerance for
women’s liberties, and contempt of Islam for “discriminatory” laws and practices,
are indication of re-structuring and petitioning for legislative power and equal
footings with men. Ultimately, the fourth is the embodiment of “the personal is
political”: it portrays an array of political intentions from simple criticism to
opposition against the Islamic Republic. It contains the quest for democratic values
and individual right to freedom of choice, simultaneous with conscious-raising and
using various techniques of resistance, both non/violent civil disobedient ones, for
the agenda of “regime change”.

ibrahim EFE (Assoc. Prof. — Kilis 7 Arahk University):

A Comparative Analysis of Political Discourses on Repatriation of Syrians in
Jordan, Lebanon and Turkiye

Throughout the relatively short history of accepting Syrian refugees in Turkey,
political discourses on them have been marked predominantly by inclusion and later
by exclusion, tinged with cultural details. This paper attempts to explain how the
former theme has been ascendant at certain times and the theme of exclusion has
come to the forefront in presidential speeches depending on the timing and addressee
of the speech. The paper argues that the President managed to accommaodate both
sides of the discussion on refugees, but mostly appealing to cultural themes of
brotherhood, ensar-muhajir relationship and altruism when including refugees and
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to political themes of unequal burden sharing, Western ambivalence and temporality
of Syrian refugees in Turkey when excluding refugees. Presidential discourses on
Syrian refugees have been fluctuating due to the tone of the corresponding public
debate and perception of the issue. The study uses a special corpus consisting of
presidential speeches focusing on Syrian refugees in Turkey. The data is analysed
through a combination of corpus linguistics and discourse analysis. The findings
reveal that the President chooses culturally laden terms and idioms when he is
addressing to the local audience, whereas in his speeches delivered to the
international community and the officials of foreign states, generic terms are
preferred. At the discourse level, the President’s predilection of certain terms and
idioms in different contexts are also conducive to accentuating his and Turkey’s
moral superiority in the discursive war on Turkey’s Syria policy and the pertinent
migration policies.

Zeinab Ghasemi TARI (Assist. Prof. — University of Tehran)
Religious Tourism and Conflict Resolution: The Case of Arbaeen Pilgrimage

The present paper uses intercultural contact theory to explore effective solutions for
reducing intergroup prejudice and threat perception through religious tourism. To
this aim, the researcher chooses the Arbacen Pilgrimage, the world’s largest annual
gathering in Karbala, and the interaction of the Iranians with Iragis. The paper
investigates if interpersonal contact between Iranians and Iragis has assisted in
changing the perception of the Iranians toward the Iragis, given the history of the
prolonged conflict between Iran-Iraq (1980-1988) and current Iran’s image across
the “Arab World.” To observe the cultural contact of foot pilgrims to Karbala, the
researcher traveled to Iraq in 2019 for five days to participate in a 78 km walk from
Najaf to Karbala to conduct interviews. A random sampling method was employed
to account for the diverse demographic characteristics of pilgrims. Overall, 30 semi-
structured face-to-face interviews with 16 female and 14 male Iranian pilgrims were
conducted. Participants comprised Iranian people aged 14 to 57. Each interview
lasted from 25 minutes to as long as 45. The paper argues that under Gordon Allport
four optimal conditions-- i.e., a.) equal status; b.) common goals; c.) intergroup
cooperation, and d.) support of social and institutional authorities-- intergroup
contact between Iranians and Iragis has helped in reducing prejudice, diminishing
old hostilities and lead to positive effects.

Zarga PARVEZ (Assist. Prof. - Georgetown University in Qatar)
Women in National Identity Projects: Gulf Countries

The Gulf Arab States are engaged in the process of creating a unique national
identity, which will differentiate them from the neighboring states and help them
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strengthen their image globally. Nationalism and national identity are terms still
under construction. Recently, Gulf States have accelerated the efforts in promoting
national myths rooted in the selective imagining of the past, the binary language
(tradition vs. modernity, past vs. present) of modernist nationalism theory. The role
of women is central to nation building and national-identity projection; each of the
States uses women as a symbol of the nation’s values, vision, and policies. The
paper seeks to answer the following: to what extent and in what ways are national
identities and policies in Gulf States gendered how are women situated in these
narratives of identity and progress?? In addition, the paper will explore the status of
women in relation to nation-building processes in two of the Gulf countries Qatar
and Saudi Arabia.

Nevin ARVAS (St Clements University)
Stereotypes of The Middle Eastern in The U.S. Media Coverage

In the United States, one of the most important ethnic groups comes from the Middle
East. They have been portrayed by the Western media, including movies, news
coverage, theatre, and cartoons. It seems that cross-cultural communication is
difficult between the United States and the Middle East due to cultural issues. They
are framed as ‘terrorist,’ ‘barbaric,” and ‘enemy of the world. They have been
portrayed as “primitive,” “ignorant,” “poor,” and “criminal.” In the case of the Asian,
there have also been some bad stereotypes in the Western countries. However, as it
is said before, because Western culture and Eastern culture does not know enough
each other, they have negative stereotypes about themselves. Moreover, differences
among religions and value systems have a significant impact on the image of the
Middle Eastern women in the public opinion over here. Because in general, the
American public often has very little knowledge of the Middle East, the terms of
‘uprising conflict,” ‘coups,’ and ‘terrorist activities” have not been understood clearly
by them. Therefore, the media and newsmakers affect American. Most of American
gets information from television, television news, movies, advertisement, and
cartoon have given intentional image about some races such as the Middle Eastern,
Asian, or African. In this point, it can be useful to describe how these visual images
influence people’s opinions In this project, it will be studied the image of Middle
Eastern people in the United States, by analyzing the photographs and images of the
two important newspapers of U.S, which are called the Washington Post, and the
New York Times. It will be tried to highlight that the Middle Eastern people have
been portrayed negatively by the U.S media coverage. Indeed, this paper examines
newspaper coverage of Middle Eastern during two mounts in 2009.

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Mounira BOUDERDABENE & Limane MOUNIR (University of
Constantine 3)

American Cultural Diplomacy as a Soft Power and an Ideological Mechanism for
Managing Cultural Diversity in the Middle East Reading in the Role and
Dimensions

Speaking about American soft power and through its cultural aspect represented in
cultural diplomacy, it did not enter the Middle East with the post-9/11 phase, but it
is certain that the American interest in the region at this level has never taken this
much involvement and this level before. From programming and planning with clear
goals. In this exact case, it is confirmed that cultural diplomacy towards the Middle
East is a natural continuation of the logic of hard power. From pressure to modify
educational programs, to establishing television and radio channels that speak on
behalf of the American interest, to stimulating reforms in the cultural and religious
field, and intensifying research programs on the cultural and religious backgrounds
of terrorism emanating from this geographic and civilized field, are all axes of action
identified by a diagnosis of the emerging strategic situation in the wake of the 9/11
bombings. Information, ideas, values, systems, traditions, beliefs, and other aspects
of culture, with the intent of promoting mutual understanding, have created cultural
diplomacy as a science or study of intercultural diplomacy as a practice for several
centuries. By pressing ideas, to control mental perceptions through various media,
and also Arab governments to change education curricula under the cover of
managing reform and cultural and political diversity in the Middle East. Through
these data, it is necessary to pose an obvious problem for this study: What are the
most important criteria and dimensions of American cultural diplomacy in
consolidating the system of American cultural values and managing cultural
diversity in the Middle East?

Anita Mariann KOVACS (National University of Public Service of Hungary)
Coalitions or Alliances? Return of the Geopolitics to the Middle East

As a result of the occurred in the past decade, the security structures and the political
dynamics of the Middle East have changed dramatically. The shifts in the regional
balances of power and the increased regional instability launched processes that
made effects on the whole region. The retreat of the former hegemon meant the
disappearance of an unquestionably committed security guarantor (with capabilities
and intentions to act and dominate) that led to a power vacuum at regional level. The
collapsed and/or weakened statehoods created intra-state power voids that allowed
the reinforcement of the non-state and sub-state actors, who started to look for
supporters for the intensified internal struggle for power. As for the regional powers,
the fear of a regime change, the security dilemma and the uncertainty about the aims,
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intentions and capabilities of the regional adversaries in the changing and
transforming security environment created a regional arms race, a regional-
supremacy trap and the need to seek for new and more allies. As the competition for
survival has become linked to power-projection, never-before-seen cooperations
appeared in this region torn by proxy-wars and characterized by hybrid warfare,
asymmetrical confrontations and use of the new military technologies. But until now
these coalitions seem to be volatile, changing, ad-hoc and interest-based, permanent
or consistent alliances are not present yet. What shows signs of emerging is a new
security subcomplex, dominated by a Saudi-Arabia-Iran tussle (with an intensifying
Gulf-Arab-Israeli relationship), instead of a solid security architecture. Therefore,
the region represents not a military challenge, but rather a diplomatic one.

Alptekin Cihangir ISBILIiR (Anadolu Agency)

The Peacebuilding Capacity of Muslim Civil Society Organizations and Their
Challenges

Impacts of humanitarian diplomacy implemented by non-governmental
organizations as “supportive actors” on conflict intervention and peace-building
processes have been more discussed in the literature in recent years, compared to
elite diplomacy practiced by states as “central actors” in international relations.
NGOs can fulfill their peace-building functions in paralel with the attitude of the
states, the levels of conflict, the influence of the media and their financial resources.
Having many advantages and relatively high maneuverability unlike official actors,
the peace-building functions of NGOs are examined in this study, such as protection,
monitoring, advocacy, socialization, social cohesion, mediation, service providing
and combating radicalization. Moreover, it is discussed that the capabilities of NGOs
established and managed by Muslims in the context of these functions and the
challenges they face. In this framework, the study is supported by many field studies,
and deals with some examples of intervention to chronic conflicts as well as resolved
and ongoing conflicts. On the other hand, the study compares successful examples
in this field with Muslim NGOs and develops concrete proposals on which fields and
to what extent they need capacity building to increase the effectiveness of their
functions.In today's world where hybrid, cosmopolitan and multi-track diplomacy
are getting crucial and climate change and cyber security are included in the conflict
equations, the reactions of non-governmental organizations to this change will also
be discussed in the study.
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Arhama SIDDIQA (Institue of Strategic Studies Islamabad)

Pakistan-GCC-Turkiye: A Triangle of Security, Stability, and Economic
Cooperation

The evolution of the multipolar world order has fostered the role of economic
diplomacy as a new baseline for foreign policy. Rapid changes, especially of geo-
economic nature in both the Middle East and South Asia, have prompted changes as
well as intensity of the security dilemma in these regions. These have significantly
influenced the interests of Pakistan, Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) and Turkiye.
While the latter two have a direct role in the changing Middle Eastern dynamics,
Pakistan is also a key player in the Muslim world and its proximate region. Islamabad
maintains close ties with both the GCC countries and Turkiye initially premised on
religion and now encompassing politics, security and economic domains as well. For
instance, engagement between the three nations within the defense sector has been
substantial in terms of defense production, training and military consultations.
Furthermore, within the economic realm the GCC and Turkiye have been home to a
significant number of Pakistani expatriates that are contributing towards the
development of their host countries in different domains. Hence, even though the
three sides diverge in terms of their broader strategic objectives, a unique confluence
of interests exists within this triad particularly in the backdrop of the present global
fiscal crunch. This research will provide brief overviews of relations between
Pakistan, GCC and Turkiye and will highlight how this triad can further be
strengthened through the application of respective comparative advantages
particularly in terms of energy and food security vis a vis the China-Pakistan
Economic Corridor (CPEC).

Laura Mejia ROCHA (University of Montreal)
Beyond one regional identity: The case of the Qatari identity

The Gulf region has met a rapid development throughout the 20th century, and while
a large number of research has been focused in the economic and political
dimensions of the countries in the region, the cultural and identity sphere has been a
subject much less appointed. Hence, this paper aims to explore the cultural ties that
one of its countries, Qatar, has regarding its own past and history; the rest of the
region and the inevitable modernization process that has been taking place since the
beginning of the century. Moreover, Qatar is now in a particular geopolitical position
that leads the country to start rethinking their own identity; being in the middle of a
region that seeks unity, while recognizing that their independence has never been
more crucial. The specific circumstance in which Qatar finds itself is also met with
regional expectations, such as theirs of Saudi Arabia and international expectations,
belonging to territories such as United States, Russia or Turkey. In this interesting
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context, it has never been more important to study what this means for the Qatari
people, not in economical or political terms per se, but in cultural and identarian, as
these also have the power to dictate and influence their decisions, and the future of
the Gulf region.

Zana BAYKAL (Res. Assist. - Sakarya University ORMER)
Economic Performance of Iraq during the Covid-19 Pandemic

While the global pandemic has shaken the economic activities in the world, it has
been wondered how countries with fragile economies were affected by this shock
and how they performed in this period. Irag, which is almost entirely dependent on
oil exports and exhibits a fragile structure with its economic indicators, has started
to lose its economic balance due to the fall in demand for oil as well as the staggering
effects of the pandemic. During this period, Irag could not meet the expenses and
could hardly pay the salaries of civil servants. The unemployment rate, which was
8% in 2012, increased to 13% in 2020 with the effect of the pandemic. Most
importantly, the youth unemployment rate had the highest share with 25% in the
unemployment rate. The poverty rate also reached 25% during the worst period of
the pandemic which caused problems in accessing basic food and services. In
summary, poverty and unemployment have increased with the pandemic in Iraq and
the opportunities for young people to find a job have disappeared. In the face of these
indicators point to a serious economic crisis, Iraq urgently tried to obtain a loan from
the International Monetary Fund (IMF). Iraq’s macroeconomic indicators had
pointed to a partial recovery comparatively before the pandemic excluding the long-
term structural problems. But this recovery seems to have disappeared with the effect
of the pandemic. The aim of this study is to reveal the impact of the pandemic on the
country’s economy by comparing the economic indicators of Iraq before and after
Covid. In order to make this comparison, open sources such as the World Bank,
United Nations, and Ministry of Economy data and reports and media statements of
authorities were employed.

Ahmet Yavuz GURLER & Serap YOLCU YAVUZ (Doktora Adayi1- Trakya
Universitesi & Dr. Ogretim Uyesi- Trakya Universitesi)

Suriye Krizine Neorealist Perspektifle Tirkiye Cumhuriyeti ve Rusya
Federasyonu’nun Yaklagimi (1957/2011 Krizleri)

Suriye krizi, giiniimiiz Ortadogu’sunda gii¢ iliskilerini etkileyen ve bolgesel/kiiresel
etki olusturan uzun yillara dayanan bir sorundur. Cografi agidan bulundugu konum
ve uluslararasi yeralti zenginlikleri yaninda cesitli kaynaklara ulagim yolunda
bulunmasi sebebiyle bir¢ok devletin ilgisini ¢gekmistir. Bagka bir ifadeyle, yaganan
krizler aslinda devletlerin kendi ¢ikarlari dogrultusunda aldig1 kararlar 6lgiisiinde
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ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Bu durumu sekillendiren en 6nemli husus, bolgedeki kaynaklara
ulagsma cabast yaninda uluslararast sistem 6zelinde 21. yiizyil i¢inde siiregelen
sorunlarin birbiriyle i¢sellestigi bir olgu olmaktadir. Uluslararasi sistem iizerinde var
olan gecisken halin anlagilmasinda olaylari irdelerken sadece var olan konjonktiirel
diizenden bir ¢ikarimda bulunmak yeterli degildir. Bu baglamda 6ngdriilen ¢aligma
igerisinde Neorealist ger¢eveyle 6zellikle benzer iki donem araligi olarak, Soguk
Savas igerisinde 1957 Suriye Krizi ve Soguk Savas sonrasinda 2011 Suriye Krizi
secilerek uluslararasi sistemde var olan iki rekabet igindeki giiciin yaklagimlarini ele
almak hedeflenmektedir. Cunki bu iki kriz déneminde hem Tirkiye Cumhuriyeti
hem de Rusya Federasyonu (Soguk Savas doneminde SSCB) kendi ¢ikarlarim
korumak isterken sorunlarin ortaya c¢ikma ve kalkma siireglerini de
etkilemektedirler. Calisma ile Suriye meselesinin Tiirkiye-Rusya iligkilerini hem
uluslararas1 sistem agisindan hem de Neorealist perspektifle bolgeye yonelik
farkliliklar1 bakimindan nasil etkiledigi ortaya konulmaya ¢alisilacaktir. Devletlerin
birbirleriyle olan iliskilerinde sadece salt bu kriz baglaminda degil diger diinyadaki
kriz noktalarinda da esasinda Neorealist bakis acisiyla bakildiginda ¢6ziilemeyen
sorunlara dair nasil ¢6ziim Onerileri getirilebilecegi tartisilmaya galigilacaktir.

Omer DUMAN (Doktora Adayi- Bursa Uludag Universitesi)
ABD’nin Kuzey Afiika Dis Politikasi: Donald Trump Dénemi (2017-2021)

Ancak
SSCB’nin ¢okmesiyle Soguk Savas donemi sona ermis ve kiiresel sistemde tek
kutuplu sistem olugmustur. Boylece bu tek kutuplu sistemde dominant (baskin) ve
hakim gii¢c ABD kalmistir. 1990’1ardan sonra ABD dis politikasi hemen hemen tim
kitalarda ve bolgelerde goriiniir kilinmistir. ABD dig politikasinda Afrika kitasi
biiyiik 5nem arz etmistir. Ote yandan, tarihsel olarak ABD, Kuzey Afrika iilkeleriyle
ekonomik, siyasal, sosyal, toplumsal ve kiiltiirel iligkileri de siireklilik gostermistir.
2017’de ABD bagkani olarak segilen Donald Trump, ABD’nin Kuzey Afrika dis
politikasinda 6nceki baskanlarin politikalarini (terdérle miicadele, ekonomik iligkiler,
enerji gitvenligi, demokratik yonetimler, hukukun iistiinliigii ve insan haklar1) devam
ettirmistir.

Hindistan’da Miisliiman Protestolart ve Narendra Modi’nin Orta Dogu
Politikasi’nin Gelecegi

Haziran 2022°de iktidardaki Hindu milliyetgisi Bharatiya Janata Partisi’nin (BJP),
ulusal sozciisi Nupur Sharma ve medya bagkani Naveen Kumar Jindal’in
Hz.Muhammed {izerinden Islam karsiti yorumlar1 Hindistan’da ve diinyadaki
Mislumanlar ayaga kaldirdi. Hindistan Misliimanlarn iki BJP {iyesinin Hz.
Muhammed’e ve Islam’a y&nelik sozlerini protesto etmek igin sokaklara dokiildii.
Miisliman {ilkeler ise {ilkelerindeki Hindistan Biiylikelgilerini Disisleri
Bakanliklarina ¢agirarak bu olay1 kinamalar1 meselenin diplomatik kriz boyutunu da
giindeme getirdi. Ozellikle, Orta Dogu iilkeleri ve Hindistan'm baslica ticaret
ortaklari olan Suudi Arabistan, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri, Katar, Umman ve Iran gibi
iilkeler diplomatik kanallar araciligiyla protesto ederek hiikiimetten 6zir talep ettiler.
Bazi Arap iilkelerinde Hint mallarinin boykot edilmesi ¢agrisinda bulunuldu; hatta
Kuveyt'teki bazi diikkanlarda Hint {riinlerinin raflardan kaldinldig1 bilgileri
medyada yer aldi.

Kerem AKIL (Doktora Adayi- istanbul Medeniyet Universitesi)

Ekonomik Yaptirimlarin Dig Politikaya Etkisi: ABD’nin Ekonomik Yaptirumlar:
Iran’in Dis Politikasin Degistirdi mi?

Uluslararas1 yaptirimlar, temel olarak hiikiimetler tarafindan diger hiikkiimetleri veya
diger tilkelerdeki firmalart ve vatandaglan etkilemek i¢in kullanilan politika araglar
olarak tanimlanabilir. Ancak, bu tanimin aksine, literatiir de baskin olan goriise gore,
hedefteki ulusun, uluslararasi ekonomik yaptirimlarin varligina ragmen toplumsal
biitiinliigliniin ve siyasal direncini artacagi yoniindedir. Belirtilen goriise benzer
olarak, bu ¢alisma da ekonomik yaptirimlarin 6zellikle devletlerin giivenlik konular
mevzu bahis oldugunda islevselligini yitirecegini ve sonugsuz kalacagini iddia
etmektedir.

Antonio Basallote MARIN (Dr. - Univeristy of Sevilla)

Ideological Roots and Psychosocial Factors of Israeli Violence towards
Palestinians

While much has been written and published about the historic-political context of
the so-called “Israeli-Palestinian conflict”, the ideological roots and the ideological
current context has so far been insufficiently discussed within academia. In spite of
the crucial relevance of Zionism as a European Nationalism which promoted the
colonization of Palestine and the ethnic cleansing of a large part of its native
population, and despite that it remains as the official ideology of the State of Israel,
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not many academics have focused deeply enough on such controversial ideology and
political thinking. I consider that is necessary to identify and understand it, not only
as the main historical reason for the Nakba, but also as the main reason of both the
ongoing lIsraeli violence and the continuation of the Apartheid. Therefore, | firstly
attempt to focus on this ideology, as the hegemonic one among the Israeli society
and also as the most critical and decisive for the transformation of the “Palestinian-
Israeli Conflict” into an Apartheid regime. Based on the analysis of the Zionist
discourse and the facts on the ground since the 19th century we can clearly relate
Zionism with three main characteristics (ethnic nationalism, racism, and settler
colonialism) since its origin in Europe until the present day. The main objective of
my proposal is to point out how these main aspects of Zionist ideology explains the
violent behavior towards Palestinians. | consider that the main cause of such a violent
behavior is the adoption and the conscious -or unconscious- implementation of the
main ideas and principles of Zionism.

Vedran OBUCINA (University of Regensburg)
Possibilities and Challenges of Religious Peacebuilding in the Middle East

The Middle East is the cradle of monotheistic faiths and the focal point of religious
peacebuilding in the world. The role of religious communities is essential for
creating and sustaining positive peace in the region, as they have the authority and
legitimacy of spreading the messages of peace at very local levels. At the same time,
many religious communities have been co-opting with the political forces to
strengthen particular goals that do not contribute to peaceful societies. This paper
focuses on the theoretical possibilities and challenges of religious peacebuilding in
the area, focusing on forming of interreligious councils, peacebuilding of clerics on
international, national, and local levels, the role of media and political parties, and
theological reasoning for active peace-making. It tries to distinguish which
challenges persist over time and what opportunities may be grasped for a better
contribution of the religious communities to peace in the Middle East.

Nur Atika HAIRI (PhD Candidate, Sakarya University ORMER)

Strategies and Approaches of Global Peace Mission (GPM) on Afghanistan’s
Humanitarian Assistance

This paper provides insights into Afghanistan’s humanitarian assistance with the aim
of analyzing the impact of Global Peace Mission Malaysia (GPM) as humanitarian
actor in providing diverse forms of aid. It is geared towards finding out the strategies
and approaches used by GPM in helping Afghans in Afghanistan and its values and
principles upon which it was established. This study serves as a contribution to the
study of humanitarian-based organisations and the activities of this NGO is
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addressed. It is also equally important to figure out the challenges GPM faces during
implementations of its strategies. This research has mainly administered interviews
and observation as the main source of data complemented by documents, articles and
reports and a thematic analysis was used to analyse the data. The findings of this
study reveal that the strategies and approaches that were implemented focus on
education, humanitarian and women empowerment. Thus, all of its programmes and
activities are based upon these objectives rooted in humanitarian values and
principles. This study would like to propose a future study that is built on the same
assumptions and to conduct additional research which include data from other
beneficiaries of this non-government organisation since this study is limited to
executive and staff members only. Lastly, this paper concluded that the notion of
Islam and the Ummah spirit are the driving force of the cause and funds and
leadership are the continuous challenges in humanitarianism.

Sana Mohammed Hanif SHAIKH (Universidad Autonoma de Madrid)
The Jolt of Uprising: The impact of Syrian Civil War on Lebanon

Lebanon has been hit by worst economic crisis, the Lebanese currency has fallen to
its lowest and crimes have drastically increased. Many children are out of school,
inflation, unemployment, poverty, political instability are few other serious problems
that the country is going through. The Syrian Civil war has played substantial role
in the present situation although it was never apparent at the initial migration,
however, the consequences could not have been denied. Due to majority of Syrian
refugee being Sunni Muslim the religious balance has also been disturbed, besides
one fourth of the total population of the country comprises of the Syrians. UN and
Lebanese government have failed to safeguard the rights of the Lebanese citizens
and Syrian refugees collectively. This paper will discuss the contribution of the
Syrian civil war and Syrian refugees in Lebanon’s ongoing economic crisis. The
article will emphasis on three important aspects, primarily the impact on trade and
commerce in Lebanon because of the Uprising, secondly appalling failure of
Lebanese governmentand UN due to which the Lebanese population has been forced
to host the refugees and finally the plight of Syrian refugees, the discrimination they
have been facing and the compromised state of their healthcare and employment.

Aytac KADIOGLU (Assoc. Prof. - Sakarya University ORMER)
The Proxy War in Syria: Conflict, Terrorism and Resolution

A proxy war is an armed conflict which takes place when states or non-state actors
admit that direct intervention in a conflict is militarily, politically or financially too
costly, unjustifiable or illegitimate. It is mostly applied in ethnic, sectarian and
national conflicts through the sponsorship of regional and global powers. The
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relationship between a proxy and its sponsor is significant as it affects the outcome
of these conflicts depending on the political goals of the sponsors. Regional and
global powers are likely to support non-state actors through ammunition, training,
educational and financial support. This paper argues that proxy warfare is a critical
method for states to prevent the risk of wars with other states and the reactions of
society to direct intervention or casualties. However, the existing literature has paid
little attention on the proxy war in theory and practice. This research aims to close
this gap through the analysis of the proxy war in Syria. The Syrian civil war started
in 2011 and turned into proxy warfare quickly between many terrorist organisations,
sub-state armed groups and the Syrian government. The paper also states that the
support of the US-led coalition and Russia-led coalition for terrorist groups and the
Baathist regime made it more difficult to resolve this conflict due to the lack of
legitimate actors to negotiate peace. The research utilises the official reports
published by the US, Russia, Tirkiye, and Iran as primary sources. These sources
are complemented through analytical data provided by the EU, UN and Eurostat.

Ahmet Ali UGAN (Dr. Ogretim Uyesi- Idir Universitesi)
Yemen’de I¢ Savas: Husi Darbesi ve Sonrasi

Yemen Cumhuriyeti, Kuzey Yemen ile Giiney Yemen’in birlesmesiyle kurulmustur.

Arap Bahari
stireci oncesinde ise iilkenin kuzeyinde yer alan ve niifusun ortalama yiizde 40’1
olusturan Zeydiligin bir alt koluna mensup olan Husiler, hiikiimete kars1 siyasi ve
ekonomik anlamda birtakim taleplerde bulunmustur. 2004 yilindan itibaren ise
Husiler, Yemen hiikiimeti ile silahl1 ¢atismaya icine girmistir.

Ayrica Yemen’de yasanan Arap
Bahar siirecinde Devlet Bagkani Salih’in gérevi birakmasi, segimler yapilmasi ve
BM gozetimi altinda Husilerin de Ensarullah Hareketi ismiyle katildigi Ulusal
Diyalog Konferansi’na katilmasina karsin, sonrasinda yasanan Husi darbesinin
sebepleri iizerinde durmaktir. Netice itibariyle, her ne kadar Husi darbesi yasanmis
olsa da aslinda iilkede ayn1 zamanda bir¢ok grup arasinda ¢atismalar devam etmekte
ve her birinin ydnetimi altinda bolgeler bulunmaktadir. Sdyle ki, iran destekli Husi
hareketi, Suudi Arabistan destekli Hadi hiikiimeti, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri destekli
Giiney Gegis Konseyi ve ayrica El-Kaide ve ISID. Bu nedenle asil korkulan,
yasananlarin Suriye’de oldugu gibi mezhep temelli bir i¢ savasa doniigmesi ve
ulkenin bolinmesidir.
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Abdalaziz ABUELEYAN (Dr.- Vizyon Merkezi)
Hamas ve Hizbullah'in [HA Projesi Sahip Olmasimin Israil'e Yansimalart

Son zamanlarda Israil, 6zellikle Ortadogu'daki ve dzellikle Liibnan'daki Hizbullah
ve Filistin'deki zzeddin el-Kassam Tugaylar1 gibi bolgedeki direnis hareketlerinden
kaynaklanan insansiz hava araglarinin tehdidi konusunda giderek daha fazla endise
duymaya basladi. ve Israil'e yonelik bu potansiyel tehdide karsi koymanin yollari.
Temmuz 2022'de Hizbullah, parti {i¢ insansiz hava araci firlattiktan sonra Karish
sahasindaki Israil dogal gaz platformunu hedef aldi; iran, Hamas ve Hizbullah'n
IHA gelistirme projesine sahip olmasi ve Rusya'nin Iran IHA'larim1 satin almasi,
Hamas, Iran ve Hizbullah'in boyle bir cephaneligi tehdit olarak gdrmesi 1s181nda,
IHA tehdidini yeniden arastirmalarin karsisina ¢ikarmus. isgalci giice Ozellikle
doktrin, gelistirme ve harekat alanlarinda bu tehditle basa ¢ikmanin yollarini bulmak
icin sivil ve askeri sistem igerisinde arama yapilmasinin gerekli oldugu taarruz
ucaklari, bu tehdide teknik ihtiyaglar yoluyla ¢6ziim bulmak igin arastirma
yapilmasim gerektirir. Ve daha geleneksel tehditlerin her biri i¢in operasyonel
¢ozliimler ve insansiz ugaklarin Mega pilota yiiksek hassasiyetli bombalarla
saldirmas1 senaryosu. Bu nedenle arastirma, bir sonraki agamada Hamas ve
Hizbullah'in insansiz hava araci projesine sahip olmasinin Israil iizerindeki olasi
yansimalarina odaklanacaktir.

Ceren BAZ & Ramazan ERDAG (Eskisehir Osmangazi Universitesi & Prof.
Dr. - Eskisehir Osmangazi Universitesi)

Suriye I¢ Savasi’nda YPJ ve DEAS’a Katilan Kadin Militanlar

Zamanla kiiresel bir soruna doniisen Suriye I¢c Savasi siiresince devam eden
catismalar pek ¢ok iilkeden asirilik yanlisi militanlarin farkli saiklerle bolgedeki
teror Orgiitlerine katilmalarina neden olmustur. Bu baglamda bolgede olusan
giivenlik boslugundan faydalanarak gii¢ kazanan teror orgiitlerine katilan yabanct
savascilar literatiirde sikga yer verilen bir kavram haline gelmistir. Bunun yaninda i¢
savasa katilan yabanci savasgilar zamanla uluslararast bir tehdit haline gelmistir.
Siire¢ boyunca, YPG’nin bir kolu olan ve kadin militanlarin olusturdugu kadin
koruma birlikleri (YPJ) ve DEAS’a oldukca fazla sayida kadin militan katilmistir.
Ancak soz konusu terdr orgiitlerine katilan kadin militanlarin farkli motivasyonlari
s0z konusudur. Bu ¢alisma ayn1 bolgede farkli ideolojik yapida bulanan DEAS ve
YPJ terdr Orgiitii biinyesinde faaliyet gosteren kadin militanlarin  katilim
motivasyonlarii inceleyerek karsilastirmali bir analiz yapmay1 amaglamaktadir.
Ikincil kaynaklar kullanilarak incelenen kitaplar, roportajlar ve diger kaynaklarda
yer verilen kadin militanlarin katilim motivasyonlart ve orgiitteki rolleri tespit
edilmeye c¢alisilacaktir. Literatiirde YPJ ve DEAS’a katilan kadm militanlar
hakkinda kargilagtirmali sekilde analiz eden oldukga sinirli sayida ¢aligma bulunmasi
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Sebebiyle ¢aligma literatiirdeki bu boslugu doldurmaya amacglamaktadir. Caligmada
YPJ ve DEAS teror orgiitlerine katilan kadin militanlarm her iki orgiite farkli
beklentilerle katildiklar1 ve s6z konusu militanlarin orgiitlerdeki rollerinin
uluslararas1 medyada farkli anlatilarla sunuldugu vurgulanmaktadir.

Ali Bilgin VARLIK (Dog. Dr.- istanbul Arel Universitesi)
Fighting Groups of the Syrian Civil War

The Syrian civil war has set a unique example in history in terms of the number of
non-state actors in conflict. The ideological foundations of the combatant groups,
force structures, areas of operation, the regions where they were organized, and the
methods of warfare had differed immensely. The role of foreign fighters in the Syrian
civil war constitutes a separate context in itself. The interactions between these
groups took had taken place in complex alliance and coalition affairs. As a natural
consequence of this situation, the Syrian civil war had turned to a war where every
group had been in conflict with every group. Starting from 2014 when the highest
number of fighting groups were depicted to the current situation as of 2022 there
occurred thumping transformations in these conflicting groups as the changes in the
military situation. External supporters and sponsors of these fighting groups
internationalized the Syrian War and turned it to a proxy war. Spurred from these
characteristics Syrian civil war is to be labelled as an “extra-state war”, which is
conducted between states and non-state actors from outside and inside the states
themselves. The complex nature of the Syrian civil war has made it difficult to
follow, categorise and assess these groups for military observers, tacticians,
strategics as well as the IR scholars. This paper scrutinises fighting military and para-
military groups, terrorist organisations which had taken place in the Syrian civil war.

Gékhan ERELI (PhD Candidate — Middle East Technical University)
Southern Transitional Council as a Local Actor with Foreign Support

The Southern Transitional Council (STC) is an important local actor in the war in
Yemen, which has been ongoing since 2014. Looking at the war in Yemen as a
regional proxy war between Saudi Arabia and Iran or as a continuation of the Arab
popular movements in 2010, obscures the significance of local actors. As a result,
this study aims to investigate the main goals of the separatist structure in the southern
Yemen, as a local actor relying on external support, as a social movement, and as a
separatist movement. The STC's main goal is to restore the pre-1990 status quo and
to establish an independent South Yemeni state. In this framework, two structures,
such as the Yemen Socialist Party (YSP) before 1990 and the Southern Movement
in 2007, serve as the STC's political and ideological foundation. The fact that the
STC does not represent all actors in the southern Yemen and is heavily backed
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logistically and financially by the United Arab Emirates (UAE) are the two most
important reasons why it has not been able to rally support for the aim of establishing
an independent South Yemen. In this context, this study will first examine the STC’s
perspective on Yemen's ongoing war, and then attempt to assess the STC's ability to
achieve its goal through its relationships with political/military/historical actors in
the southern Yemen.

CHINA’S GROWING ROLE IN THE MIDDLE EAST IN AN AGE OF
TURBULENCE

Since the last decade, China's improving relations with Middle Eastern countries
have created an intense debate regarding China's influence in the region. According
to one perspective, China's cornerstone projects, such as the Beltand Road Initiative,
pave the way for economic, social, and cultural development, especially in the
region's trade, investment, and infrastructure. However, another perspective argues
that some adverse outcomes are caused by the lack of transparency and reciprocity
in bilateral relations.

This panel will present three distinguished academicians known for their work on
relations with China, the Middle East, and Turkey. First, Kadir Temiz will discuss
whether the relations between China and Middle Eastern countries over the last
couple of decades have contributed to the developmental paths of the countries by
examining the economic and foreign policy problems through Turkey-China
relations.

Duan Jiuzhou will discuss how China selectively synergizes Belt and Road Initiative
with Arab countries' development strategies and which featured paths of the synergy
of development strategies (SDS) have emerged accordingly.

Professor ZAN Tao will discuss the current Turkish foreign policy from the
perspectives of geo-political and geo-civilizational dimensions, particularly
concerning the heritages of Inner-Asian history and Islamic history.

Faisal NASERI (Kazakh Ablai Khan University of International Relations and
World Languages)

A Paper for Improving the Security Condition of the Countries in the MENA
Region and in the Globe

Why do the international organizations failed to maintain the security of the
countries in the Middle East region despite there had been a minimum level of social
status by the countries in the Middle East? In the theory of securitization. It is
important for a society to contribute to maintain a minimum level of social status in
order to maintain the security (Eroukhmanoff 2020) this theory does provide an
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understanding that security requires social status. However, this theory fails to
provide an understanding that despite there had been minimum level of social status
in the countries within MENA region but there are still possibilities of insecurity in
the Middle East countries. The reason behind such insecurity maybe that the efforts
of the international organization for MENA countries causes difficulty by changing
the local moral values of the people and the countries in the Middle East region resist
to accept a change by the moral values which has stronger economic and social
abilities. For instance, the moral value of the international organizations has been
based on a stronger social and economic ability supported by the western societies,
which constitute an external moral value influence. While the local moral values
which is also based on a stronger social and economic abilities supported by the
countries in the Middle East region which constitute an internal moral value
resistance which affect the security condition of the countries in the Middle East
region. Thus, it is necessary for the international organizations to consider accepting
the local moral values consisting of social and economic abilities of the countries in
the Middle East region not with the social and economic abilities of the countries
outside the Middle East region which can prevent confrontation among different
moral values and ensure regional and global security.

Amjad Z. TAAMA & Nawar Jaleel HASHIM (Prof. Dr. - Mustansiriyah
University & Prof. Dr. - Mustansiriyah University)

Proxy War: Selected Middle Eastern Models

“Proxy war” is one of the concepts that is increasingly being brought up and
increasingly discussed in the political corridors, due to the frequent resort to it and
its use by various countries recently, in light of the tremendous and rapid
developments in the international environment. The study sheds light on the concept
of proxy war and the interpretations of observers and researchers in strategic and
security affairs regarding this important and vital topic. It also provides a brief
overview of its origin, development, some international models for its use in many
parts of the world. The study also deals with and analyzes some Middle Eastern
models of proxy war, specifically in Yemen and Irag. As one of the unconventional
methods of warfare that states resort to in order to reach their goals and preserve
their interests with least losses, the proxy warfare has increased, its application
through traditional or innovative mechanisms and means that depend on
developments in the international environment or the progress in technology.
Because of the importance of the subject of the study, and the lack of studies that
highlighted it, especially those that dealt with some of its applications and models in
the Middle East, which has witnessed a noticeable escalation in recent times, which
requires to analyze it, then to draw futuristic scenarios of what could come in the
future, in light of Accelerated developments.
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Michal LIPA (Dr. - Institute of the Middle and Far East, Jagiellonian University
in Krakow)

Egypt's Foreign Policy towards Israel in the Light of Neoclassical Realism

When discussing contemporary relations between Egypt and Israel, the story begins
with the signing of the peace treaty that fundamentally changed the structure of
international relations in the Middle East and North Africa (MENA), affecting both
states internally and externally. From Israel's perspective, the biggest threat to
Israel's security posed by the Arab countries has disappeared (state security logic).
From Egypt's perspective, the peace treaty enabled the establishment of an allied
relationship with the United States, which was particularly important given Egypt's
severe economic problems and, therefore, contributed (at least in part) to the survival
of the authoritarian regime in Egypt (regime security logic), since both presidents —
Sadat and then Mubarak — needed support from the global power to keep the power.
After the Arab Spring, the situation in the region began to become much more
complicated, not only because of the outbreak of civil wars in the two Mediterranean
countries, such as Syria (neighbour of Israel) and Libya (neighbour of Egypt) but
also due to transformation of the Middle Eastern regional security complex.
However, it seems that after 2011, and especially after the overthrow of president
Mursi in 2013, a similar logic governs Egyptian foreign policy towards Israel
(regime security logic), which will be analysed from the perspective of neoclassical
realism.

Hiisna TAS YETIM & Rabia HAN (Dr. - Eskisehir Osmangazi Universitesi &
Indiana University Bloomington CEUS)

Uluslararasi Hiyerarsi ve Ortadogu: Siddet, Bagimlilik ve Anti-Amerikancilik

Bu calisma uluslararast sistemi anargi (listiin otoritelerin ve esitsiz iligkilerin
yoklugu) ¢ergevesinden okuyan gelencksel uluslararasi iliskiler teorilerinin aksine
hiyerarsik bir perspektif ile yaklasarak bu yapmin Ortadogu iizerindeki etkilerine
odaklanmaktadir.  Hiyerarginin yani otorite iligkilerinin i¢ politikaya ozgi
olmadigini egemenlik ilkesine karsin devletlerarasi iliskilerin de temel karakteristigi
olduguna dikkat ¢eken hiyerarsi teorisi imparatorluk ve somiirge donemlerinden
farkli olarak modern otorite iligkilerinin gayri resmi formlarda kurumsallagma ve
mesrulastirilma siirecinde liderleri ve yonetici kadrolari merkeze almaktadir. Bu
baglamda kii¢iik devlet liderleri uluslararasi hiyerarsilerin kurucu giiglerine (ABD
ve Rusya) dis ve/ya i¢ politika egemenlik haklarini mesru olarak yonetme hakki
taniyan en 6nemli aktorlerdir. Bu agidan bakildiginda Ortadogu ABD ve Rusya gibi
biiylik giiglerin tarihsel siire¢ igerisinde ve ozellikle 1945 sonrast donemden
glinimiize dek giivenlik, ekonomik ve ideolojik ¢ikarlarini korumak i¢in kendi
liderliklerindeki hiyerarsik diizene entegre etme c¢abasini verdikleri merkez
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bolgelerden biri olagelmistir. Bu caligma iki biiylik giiciin s6z konusu amacla
Ortadogu’da girdikleri rekabetin bolge iilkeleri agisindan rejim degisimleri,
bagimlilik ve siddet (i¢ savag) olmak lizere ii¢ dnemli etkide bulundugunun altini
¢izmektedir. Ortadogu bolgesine bu teorik ¢ergeveden odaklanmak bolgede ortaya
¢ikan ¢atigma durumlarini, ABD ve Rusya gibi kiiresel hegemonik giiglere bolgeden
yonelen bir dizi meydan okumalarin arkasindaki nedenleri, otoriter rejimlerin ciddi
boyutlardaki i¢ tehditler ve meydan okumalara ragmen rejim bekalarini nasil devam
ettirdigini analiz etme agsamasinda giiclii teorik onermeler sunmaktadir. "

Onur Sinan YURDABAK (Bagimsiz Arastirmaci)

Rosa Luxemburg'un Sermaye Birikimi ve Kapitalizmin Cokiisii Uzerine Tespitleri
Isiginda “Arap Bahart”

Orta Dogu ve Kuzey Afrika’daki Arap iilkelerindeki sosyo-ekonomik sorunlar, bu
iilkelerin halklarinda hiikiimetlerin yonetim sekillerine olan memnuniyetsizligi
arttirmis, Arap Bahar1 ayaklanmalarina yol agmistir. Bu siiregte sermaye birikiminin
sinifsal catigmalari ve rejimlerin otoriterligini arttirdigi goriilmektedir. Arap
ulkelerinin guniimuze kadar olan suregte ekonomik dinamiklerini kontrol
edememeleri ve bu iilkelerde olusan ve yeri doldurulamayan gii¢ boslugu ayaklanma
siireglerinde rol oynamistir. Sendikalagsma ve Orgiitlenme diizeyi diisikk olan bu
tilkelerdeki gii¢ boslugunun etkisi giderek artmaktadir. Rosa Luxemburg, Sermaye
Birikimi eserinde sermayenin yeniden Uretmek icin kapitalist olmayan bdélgelere
yayilmasi gerektigini ifade etmistir. Boylece kapitalist olmayan bolgeler, sahip
olduklart dogal kaynaklar i¢cin yagmalanirken, kapitalist devletlerin tiiketim fazlasi
mallar i¢in pazar haline gelmistir. Ancak kapitalist devletlerin kapitalist olmayan
bolgelerden gekilmeleri halinde sermaye birikimi duracagi igin kapitalizmin ¢okdisii
gerceklesecektir. Arap Bahari ayaklanmalari, sermaye birikimi kosullarina ve
kapitalizmin yeniden iiretimine dayanmaktadir. Ayaklanmalar déncesinde sermaye
birikimini ydnlendiren kosullar, giinimiizde de varligin1 siirdiirmektedir.
Dolayisiyla emperyalist anlayis, Arap halklarinin ekonomik ve politik giiciinii
baskilamaya devam etmektedir. Ancak kapitalizm, Arap ilkelerindeki
sanayilesmeyi Onlemekle birlikte, sermaye kosullari geregi kendi gelisimini de
baltalamaktadir. Bu ¢alisma ile Luxemburgist ¢ercevede Arap Bahari olaylarini ele
almak amaglanmistir. Luxemburg’un sermaye birikimi modelindeki teorik
eksikliklere ragmen ele almis oldugu kapitalizmin genislemesindeki stratejik
modeller, glinlimiizdeki riza veya zorlamaya dayanan hegemonya caligmalarinin
aciklanmasina da fayda saglayacaktir.

Sezgin BAS (Ars. Gor. - Gukurova Universitesi)
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Tunus'ta Anayasal Istikrarsizhik: Cumhurbaskam Kays Said'in Anayasal
Politikasi

Literatiirde Tunus, Arap Bahari iilkeleri arasinda goérece basarili bir gegis siireci
yasamig tek lilke olarak gosterilmistir. Tunus’un anayasal ve siyasal kazanimlara
sahip oldugu, ancak, bu kazanimlara sosyal ve ekonomik kazanimlarin eslik
etmedigi vurgulanmistir. Bununla birlikte, Cumhurbagkant Kays Said’in Temmuz
2021 yilindan itibaren uyguladigi anayasal siyaset, Tunus’ta anayasal ve siyasal
kazanimlarin da tartismali ve kirilgan oldugunu gostermistir. Temmuz 2021°de
ekonomik nedenlerle gerceklestirilen halk protestolar1 neticesinde Said, 2014
Anayasast’nin 80’inci maddesine dayanarak olaganiistii hal ilan etmistir. Bu
dogrultuda Said, dncelikle yasama organini askiya almig, Bagbakani makamindan
etmis ve milletvekillerinin dokunulmazliklarini kaldirmigtir. Sonrasinda ¢ikardigt
yeni bir kararname ile yasama ve ylritme yetkilerini tamamen uhdesinde
toplamistir. Devam eden aylarda ise Yiiksek Yargi Konseyi gibi devletin temel
kurumlarini ortadan kaldirmaya baglamistir. Cumhurbagkani Said, ayrica, devrim
stirecinde biiyiik ol¢iide uzlasi ile kabul edildigi varsayilan 2014 Anayasasi’ni
degistirmeye girismistir. Cikardigi kararnameye gore yeni anayasa taslagi, 25
Temmuz 2022°de referanduma sunulacak ve anayasa tasarisinin kabulii halinde
Aralik 2022’de segimler diizenlenecektir. Cumhurbagkani Said tarafindan atanan
tasar1 komitesi, ana siyasi partiler ve sivil toplum aktorlerinin yoklugunda yeni
anayasa tasarist metnini hazirlamis ve Cumhurbaskanina 21 Haziran’da sunmustur.
Said, tasarinin 25 Temmuz 2022’de referanduma sunulacagimi deklare etmistir. Bu
calismada, Kays Said’in yaptig1 bu islemler irdelenecek ve Anayasa’ya uygun olup
olmadig1 degerlendirilecektir. Ayrica, Said’in bu girisimlerinin Tunus’un anayasal
ve siyasal istikrarina etkisi tartigilacaktir.

Emre SAYGIN (Dr. Ogr. Uyesi - Eskisehir Osmangazi Universitesi)

Tunus’ta  Deviet-Toplum Kisir Dongiisii:  Arap Isyanlari  Sonrasinda
Ozgurliiklerin Politik Ekonomisi

Bu calismada, Arap Isyanlan siirecinin fitilinin ateslendigi Tunus’ta, Yasemin
Devrimi sonrasinda siyasal haklar ile sivil 6zgiirliiklerin arasindaki dengenin ne
Ol¢iide saglanabildigi incelenmektedir. Arastirmanin teorik zeminini, Acemoglu ve
Robinson tarafindan ortaya atilan ve despotik devletin yol actig1 baski ortamu ile
etkin devletin yoklugu halinde ortaya ¢ikan siddet ortami arasindaki gelisme alanini
ifade ve isaret eden “Dar Koridor” tezi olusturmaktadir. Tunus, Devrim 6ncesinde
hesap verebilme mekanizmalar1 zayif oldugundan dislayici kurumlarin yol agtigi
yolsuzluk aglariin belirgin hale geldigi bir iilke iken; Bin Ali y&netiminin
devrilmesinin ardindan politik alanda katilimcilig1 arttiran diizenlemelerin yapilmasi
ve onde gelen siyasal aktorlerin isbirligi ortamini 6ncelemeye yonelik yapict
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iradeleri sayesinde uluslararasi endekslerde “6zgiir iilke” olarak tasnif edilmistir.
Fakat siyasal alandaki uzun siireli girisimlerin istenen sinerjiyi ortaya ¢ikarip
hukukun istlinliigli, yarginin bagimsizligi, yonetimin etkinligi, yolsuzlukla
miicadele gibi alanlarda basarili bir reform takvimini hayata gegirememesi
neticesinde, uzunca bir siiredir “ekmek, 6zgiirliikk, adalet” miicadelesi veren Tunus
halki igsizlik ve enflasyondan beslenen diisiik refah diizeyine mahkiim kalmigtir. Dar
koridor tezi ¢ergevesinde, Devrim sonrast Tunus’unda siyasal aktorlerin demokratik
yonetim arayislari ile birlikte zayiflayan ve rasyonaliteden uzaklasan devlet otoritesi
dizenleyici rolini yeterince ifa edemeyerek temel problemlere ¢6zim
Uretememekte; tilkeyi sosyal patlamanin esigine getiren bu olumsuz senaryo ise
siyasal alandaki uzlasmaci egilimlere ket vurarak politik aktorleri sert tedbirler
almaya zorlamaktadir. Boylece saglikli ve siirdiiriilebilir bir “6zgiirliikle kalkinma”
patikasina oturamayan Tunus, kisir bir dongiiniin igerisinde kararsiz bigimde
devinmek durumunda kalmaktadir.

Hatice Rumeysa DURSUN (Dr. Ogr. Uyesi — Sakarya Universitesi)
Magrip’te Fas—Cezayir Rekabeti ve Bolgesel iliskilere Etkileri

Rekabet, Ortadogu ve Kuzey Afrika (Middle East and North Africa-MENA) olarak
bilinen bolgenin bolgesel uluslararasi iliskilerini sekillendiren temel 6zelliklerden
biridir. Buna karsin rekabet ve rekabetin bolgesel iligkilerini sistematik bir sekilde
inceleyen caligmalarin smurli sayida olmasi dikkat ¢cekmektedir. Bu caligmada
Magrip'te Fas ve Cezayir arasindaki rekabetin bolgesel iliskilere etkilerinin
incelenmesi amaclanmaktadir. Fas ve Cezayir arasindaki rekabet bagimsizliin
ardindan Magrip’teki bolgesel iligkiler lizerinde kalict izler birakmigtir. Tarihsel
stiregte Bat1 Sahra sorunu iizerinde yogunlasan rekabetin 2011’in ardindan Libya ve
Mali’deki istikrarsizligin giderilmesi konusundaki girisimlere dogru genisledigini
gozlemlemek miimkiindiir. Bu g¢alisma kapsaminda rekabet, uzun vadeli, kalici
diismanlik igeren, karsilikli tehdit algisinin 6ne ¢iktigi ve taraflarin birbirine
istiinliik saglamak icin askeri, siyasi ve/diplomatik araglara bagvurdugu devletler
arast stratejik iligkiler olarak kabul edilmektedir.

Her iki rejimin mesruiyet krizi yasadigi donemlerde (Magrip Arap Birligi'nin
kurulusu ve Arap Bahari ayaklanmalar siirecinde) yakinlastigi fakat bunun kisa
vadeli bir yumusama donemi oldugu ve kriz bastirildiginda yeniden ¢atigmaci bir
sOylemin benimsendigi goriilmektedir.
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Muhammet KOCAK (Independent Researcher)
Russia’'s Endgame in Syria: Quest for International Status?

This paper analyzes Russia’s current foreign policy toward Syria. It argues that based
on its grand strategy, Russia’s endgame in Syria aims to disrupt the US-led Western
he-gemony, thereby boosting Russia’s international status. Since the late 1990s,
Russia has gradually adopted a foreign policy strategy that has advised
restrengthening hierarchy in Russia’s near abroad and hampering what it sees as US-
led global hegemony. Such a strategy has required a multipolar international system
where Russia has a great power status on par with the US. Since the early 2010s,
Syria has become one of the essential elements of Russia’s foreign policy agenda.
Russia has provided firm support to the As-sad regime in the diplomatic arena and
direct economic and military assistance to the Damascus government. Russia’s help
tarnished the prestige of the US in the Middle East region while playing an essential
role in the survival of the Assad regime. This pa-per aims to contribute to the ongoing
efforts to explain Russia’s foreign policy objec-tives with the help of the concept of
status, which has increasingly been used to ex-plain the foreign policies of many
states in the literature.

Taylan Ozgir KAYA (Assoc. Prof. - Necmettin Erbakan Universitesi)

“Renewed” Euro-Mediterranean Partnership: A New Content or an “Old Wine in
a New Bottle”

This paper aims to analyse Euro-Mediterranean relations from a critical perspective
within the frame of “Renewed Partnership with the Southern Neighbourhood: A
New Agenda” document, which was published as a joint document by the European
Commission and EU High Representative in 2021. This paper aims to find whether
this document envisages a real change in Euro-Mediterranean relations, or it is a an
“old wine in a new bottle”. Although it contains new topics, such as digital transition,
green transition, energy transition, in essence it has the same style with previous
documents concerning Euro-Mediterranean relations. It has the same Euro-centric
tone, adopts an exclusively European standpoint, and reflects only political and
security priorities of EU Member States. It overlooks the perspectives, needs and
expectations of southern partners. Its declared objective to strengthen political,
security and socioeconomic resilience of southern partners is not for the sake of the
regional states, but it is a part of EU’s security-oriented stabilization strategy, which
aims to prevent the emergence of any security threat in the region, which would have
a negative spillover effect on European security, such as terrorism, organized crime,
irregular migration. As it is seen in the document, the Euro-Mediterranean
partnership remains to be asymmetrical not a true partnership of equals, the EU as
the stronger party sets the agenda and imposes it on the southern partners. Even
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though the document pretends to offer a renewed partnership, in fact it is just a
window-dressing or selling the same product in a new package.

Musa AKGUL (Lancaster University)

US Multilateral Approach towards the Middle East under Obama and Its
Repercussions: The Case of Proxy War against ISIS

This study examines the US-PYD alliance despite Turkey’s opposition and its
consequences. For this purpose, it benefits from various sources including statements
of political leaders, official documents and reports, international news, policy
analyses and statistical data. It mainly argues that the Obama administration resorted
to proxy warfare against ISIS in line with the policy of multilateral approach towards
the Middle East. By this policy, the US aimed to minimize the operational and
political risks/costs considering the American public opinion when confronting the
ISIS threat. However, the US proxy warfare strategy to respond to the regional
security crises is not a risk or cost-free strategy. It harms the reputation and reliability
of the US in the eyes of regional partners and this may damage its interests in the
region in the long run. Also, proxy alliances prolong conflicts and destabilize the
region further. Besides, building temporary alliances with local proxies for short-
term priorities and disregarding regional partners’ concerns have a negative effect
on the international alliances. Despite its strategic benefits to the US in the battle
against ISIS, the PYD’s existence in northeastern Syria threatens Turkey’s national
security and leads to its direct military involvement in the Syrian conflict.

Othman ALI (Prof. Dr. — Salahaddin University)

Joe Biden’s Iraq policy is Iran- based one: A Study based on Regional Factors
of USA foreign Policy in Iraq

When Joe Biden became a president of the USA there was some optimism that the
new president’s familiarity with Iraq and Middle East, would help to “Midwife a
New Iraq”. This Iraq was envisaged to be democratic and prosperous and USA
would be relieved from another overreaching task in overseas. However, as time
goes on the complicated internal and geo-political situation of Iraq, has convinced
Biden that the democratization of Iraq was an ill-designed scheme and should not
distract him from his administration’s wider Middle East foreign policy. Biden’s
focus on the “strategic rivalry with China” and his unfailing desire to see Iran nuclear
deal of 2015 revived necessitated that he makes Iraq policy to be less significant and
dependent on the aforementioned ones. However, the reluctance of Iran to see the
nuclear deal with USA to be settled in a way which Biden wishes to see it done, and
Iran’s willingness to use Iraq’s volatile situation as a lever against United stated,
have created a dilemma in which he could not be envied. The way out of this
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dilemma is either leaving Iraq all together or confronts Iran’s intransigence in the
Middle East and Irag with a firm and resolute will. The upcoming months will unfold
the possible difficult scenarios facing USA policy in Irag. This paper will first
present brief survey of USA involvement in Irag, and we proceed to put President
Biden’s Iraq policy within the overall US foreign policy, especially its Middle East
context. The linkage between Iran nuclear deal and USA Iraq foreign policy will be
discussed too. Finally, we address the possible scenarios and options which USA
policy makes have to deal with. The paper is based on methodology of critical
discourse analysis and regional security theory.

Bezen Balamir Coskun & Ahmet Ucagac (Assoc. Prof. - TED University & Dr.
- Sakarya University)

Butterfly Effect or Chain Reaction: Societal and Political Implications of the Arab
Spring at the Middle East?

In December 2010, Tunisian street vendor Mohamed Bouazizi set himself on fire in
protest outside a government office in Sidi Bouzid. In a matter of days, his act of
defiance set off a revolutionary movement that rippled across the Middle East and
North Africa, toppling some long-standing authoritarian regimes. More than a
decade after the Arab uprisings, this article offers a retrospective review of societal
and political implications of the uprisings in the Middle East. Arab Uprisings have
deeply affected the region in general and regional states and societies in particular.
The series of events following Mohamed Bouzazi’s act triggered changes in regional
dynamics, including the decade long war in Syria. As the war in Syria continues with
many national, regional and international repercussions, the discussion here leaves
the Syria aside and focuses on political and societal continuities and changes in the
region. Although the uprisings in 2011 were unique in their interconnected struggle
for democracy across the region, the push to end corruption and improve
citizens’ quality of life did not end with the Arab Spring. People’s demands for rights
and freedoms continued for years to come, and an additional wave of protests took
place in the Arab world after 2018. Among all in Irag and Lebanon, the governments
who are incapable of addressing major crises, faced massive demonstrations in
2019-2020. In this context, this chapter will seek answers to the question of does the
Arab Spring reshuffle the societal and political understanding at the Middle East?

Yiicel ACER (Prof. Dr. - Ankara Yildirim Beyazit Universitesi)

Siginmaci Sorunu ve Hukuki Yetersizlikler

Kisilerin vatandasi olduklart veya yasadiklart iilkelerinden ekonomik, siyasal veya
sosyal nedenlerle baska iilkelere go¢ etmek zorunda kalmalar1 yeni bir olgu degildir.
Ancak giiniimiizde ozellikle i¢ ¢atigmalar ve savaglar, boyutlar1 her gegen gin

biiyliyen bir kitlesel go¢ olgusu yaratmistir. Kitlesel gd¢ olgusu bir yandan gog
edenler adina ¢oziilmesi gereken bilyiik sorunlar yaratirken diger yandan ekonomik
veya sosyal sorunlarin ve 6zellikle ¢atigmalarin yogunlastigi bazi bolgelere komsu
ulkeler i¢in de ciddi ekonomik, sosyal ve giivenlik sorunlari yaratmaktadir. Genel
olarak diinyada sigmmmaci sorununun biiyiimesi, hem diizeniz gboge yol agan
nedenlerin ortadan kaldirilmasini ya da azaltilmasint hem de diizensiz gégmen yiikii
ile kars1 karsiya kalan iilkelerin yiikiiniin hafifletilmesini saglayacak uluslararasi
hukuki diizenlemelerin ve kurumsal yapilarin yeterliliginin sorgulanmasina yol
acmaktadir.

Ferhat PIRINCCI (Prof. Dr. - Bursa Uludag Universitesi)

Suriyeli Miilteciler ve Geri Déniis: Bélge Ulkelerinin Politikalart Uzerine Bir
Karstlastirma

Suriye krizi 2011 yilinin Mart ayinda ortaya ¢ikmasinin ardindan insani boyutundaki
kriz giderek derinlesmistir. Suriye’ye komsu iilkelerden Tiirkiye, Liibnan, Urdiin ve
bir nebze de Irak krizin insani yiikinl yiikklenmek zorunda kalmistir. BM verilerine
gbre 2022 yilinin baginda yiizde 60’indan fazlasi Tiirkiye’de olmak tizere Suriyeli
miiltecilerin yiizde 90’mndan fazlasi Tiirkiye, Liibnan, Urdiin ve Irak’ta
yagamaktadir. Suriye krizinin kapsamli bir ¢6zimiiniin kisa vadede
gerceklesmeyecegi dikkate alindiginda, miiltecilere ev sahipligi yapan iilkeler
iizerinde olusturdugu baski da artmakta ve s6z konusu iilkelerde Suriyelilerin geri
doniisiine yonelik tartigmalar yapilmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada bolge iilkelerine sigian
Suriyelilere yonelik Tiirkiye, Liibnan ve Urdiin’iin politikalar karsilastirmali bir
sekilde ele alinmakta ve bu politikalarin nasil gelistirildigi nedenleriyle birlikte
tartigilmaktadir. Ardindan krizin baslangicinin {izerinden 11 yil ge¢mesinden
hareketle, Turkiye, Libnan ve Urdiin’de yasayip vatanlarma geri doniis yapan
Suriyelilere odaklanilmakta ve s6z konusu iilkelerin planl bir geri doniis ajandasinin
hangi kosullar altinda ve nasil planlandigi yine karsilagtirilmalt bir sekilde analiz
edilmektedir. Caligmada ulasilan temel bulgu, Suriyelilerin geri doniisiiniin icerdigi
zorluklara ragmen teorik olarak gerceklesebilir oldugu; ancak pratikte herhangi bir
geri doniis planini uygulaya koymanin ciddi zorluklar igerdigidir.

Murat YESILTAS (Prof. Dr. - Ankara Sosyal Bilimler Universitesi)
Suriye’de Normallesme Miimkiin mii?

Suriye i¢ savaginda kapsamli bir ¢éziimden hala uzak olunmasina ragmen Arab
devletleri ile Suriye rejimi arasinda bir normallesme siireci baglatilmistir. Bu
calisma, normallesme girisiminin temel mantigint agiklayarak siirecin nasil
ilerledigini ve kapsamini tartismaya agmaktadir. Calismanin temel hedefi, Suriye ile
normallesmenin sorunun ¢oziimiine odaklanan bir perspektif sunmadigini aksine

pragmatik bir girisim oldugunu ve bu nedenle de sinirlar1 oldugunu goéstermektir.
Caligma sz konusu sinirlari; uluslararasi, bolgesel ve Suriye i¢i dinamikleri dikkate
alarak ortaya koyacaktir.

Nebi Mi$ (Dog. Dr. - Sakarya Universitesi ORMER)
Go¢men Karsithgumin Ulusal Siyasetlerin Gelecegine Etkisi

Uluslararas1 Gog Orgiitii’niin 2020 yili verilerine gore, diinya genelinde 280,6
milyon gé¢men farkli tilkelerde yasamaktadir. Bu sayinin 1990 yilinda 153 milyon
2010 yilinda ise 221 milyon oldugu g6z oniinde bulunduruldugunda go¢ dalgasi
guclii bir ivmeyle devam etmektedir. BM Uluslararas1 Gog Orgiitiine gére, diinyada
en fazla gogmenin yasadigl bdlge 86,7 milyon ile Avrupa’dir. Go¢ ve miiltecilik
0zelde geligmis bati iilkelerinin daha genel anlamda da diinyanin yonetmesi gereken
en Onemli sorunlarindan biridir. Gelismis iilkelere dogru go¢ hareketlerinin
yogunlagmasi, bati siyasetinde gdgmen karsiti politikalarin ve sdylemlerin giic
kazanmasini beraberinde getirmistir. Yabanci ve gd¢men karsitligi, ¢cogu zaman
Islam diigmanlig: gibi farkli kimliklere yonelik karsithikla birleserek halihazirda
varolan geleneksel karsitliklarin sona ermesine ve siyasal alanin “ortak kotii”
etrafinda birlesmesine neden olabilmektedir. Yabanci dismanligi ve gdcmen
karsithig, giderek ulusal siyasetlerin en 6nemli konularindan biri haline gelmekte,
s6z konusu iilkelerde asir1 ucu temsil eden partiler giiclenmektedir. Ozellikle, asiri
sagin gocmen karsitlig1 ve yabanci diigmanligi iizerinden segmen destegini artirarak
ulusal siyasetlerde “kilit parti” haline gelmesi, s6z konusu {iilkelerdeki ana akim
partilerin oy kaybini1 6nlemek amaciyla bu sdylemlere daha da yakinlagsmasina sebep
olmus, ideolojik ayrismalar aginmustir.

Kisa bir zaman
araliginda, Tirkiye’nin yogun bir siginmaci sorunu ile karsi karsiya kalmasi,
muhalefet partilerinin bu meseleyi secim kampanyalarinin merkezine tagimalarin
beraberinde getirmistir. Avrupa’daki asir1 sag partilerin bir benzeri Tirkiye’de de
kurulmustur. Bdylece Avrupa’nin asir1 sagmin sdylemleri Tiirkiye siyasetinde bazi
parti ve siyasetciler tarafindan kopyalanmistir. Bu bildiride, Avrupa asir1 saginin
ulkeden Ulkeye birbirinin sdylem ve siyaset yapma bigimlerini kopyalayarak merkez
siyaseti etkilemesindeki siiregler dikkate alinarak, gelecek yillarda gé¢menlerin
Tirkiye siyasetine etkisi farkli temalar {izerinden ele almacaktir. Tirkiye’de,
Almanya, Hollanda, Avusturya, Fransa’dakine benzer sekilde gocmen karsitligt
iizerinden ulusal siyasette bir partinin “kilit parti” konumuna gelip gelemeyecegi
tartigilacaktir.
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Haci Mehmet BOYRAZ (Dr. - Arastirmaci - SETA)
Avrupa’nin Ortadogu ve Ukrayna Menseli Siginmacilara Yonelik Tutumu

24 Subat 2022’de Rusya’nin Ukrayna’ya baslattig1 savas nedeniyle can giivenlikleri
tehlikeye giren Ukraynalilar, en yakin giivenlik bolge olarak gordiikleri bati
simirlarindaki Avrupa iilkelerine sigindilar. BM insan Haklar1 Konseyi tarafindan 29
Mayis 2022’de agiklanan verilere gore yaklagik ii¢ ay igerisinde 6,8 milyon
Ukraynali sirasiyla en fazla Polonya, Romanya, Macaristan, Moldova ve
Slovakya’ya sigindi. Aradan gecen siire zarfinda Avrupa’nin bir biitiin halinde
Ukraynali siginmacilara yonelik agik kapi politikasi izleyerek olumlu bir tutum
sergiledikleri gozlemlenmektedir. Gerek 6,8 milyon Ukraynalinin uluslararasi
koruma altina alinmasi gerekse bu kisilere saglanan imkanlar, bu olumlu tutumun
somut gostergeleri arasinda yer almaktadir. Ote yandan benzer bir siirecin yasandig1
2015’teki Ortadogu menseli siginmaci krizinde ise Avrupa iilkeleri, taban tabana zit
bir tutum sergileyerek meseleyi giivenliklestirmisler ve siginmacilara yonelik kapali
kapt politikasi izlemislerdi. Bu siirecte kendi iilkelerindeki i¢ savastan ya da benzer
sebeplerden kagip Avrupa’ya siginan yaklasik 1,3 milyon Ortadogu menseli
diizensiz gég¢meni uluslararasi koruma altina almamak i¢in mevzubahis iilkeler
yogun ¢aba sarf etmislerdi. Siireg itibariyle birbiriyle benzesen iki dlizensiz kitlesel
go¢ tecriibesinde Avrupa’nin farkl tutum sergiledigi gézlemine dayanan bu ¢alisma,
Avrupa tlkelerinin 2015°teki siginmaci kriziyle 2022’deki siginma krizinde neden
farkli bir tavir sergiledigini anlamaya ¢aligmaktadir. Karsilastirmali bir yaklasimdan
hareket eden ¢alisma, iki siirecte sergilenen farkli tutumlar1 anlamlandirabilmek igin
meseleyi siyasi, tarihi ve kiiltiirel boyutlartyla analiz etmektedir.

Ninova'min Silinen Yiizleri Savasin Oteki Magdurlari: Asuriler

Bu galisma Asuri toplumuna ve 2011 sonrasi Irak'tan Tirkiye'ye gelen Asuri
goegmenlere yonelik c¢alismalarin analizidir. Calismada, 21. yilizyilin insanlik
dramlarindan olan DAES saldirilar1 sonrasi, Irak Hristiyan topluluklarinin ve
kiiltiirel degerlerinin yok edilis siireci degerlendirilmistir. Siirec, literatiir taramasi
ve Tirkiye'deki kilise temsilcileriyle yapilan goriigmelerle detaylandirilmistir.
Asuriler, Mezopotamya'da yasayan Ortodoks, Katolik, Dogu Asur, Melkit ve
Keldani Kiliseleri temelinde kendilerini farkli milli ve dini kimliklerde tanimlayan
bir halktir. Irak, gegmiste Asuri topluluklarinin derin koklere sahip olarak yerlestigi
bir cografyadir. Dokuz vilayeti igeren bolgede Hristiyan niifusun en yogun olarak
yasadigi yer, Asuriler i¢in asirlarca inan¢ merkezi olan Ninova'dir. Irak’ta son genel
niifus saymmlart 1977 ve 1987 yillarinda yapilmistir. Sayimlarda etnik ve dini
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gruplara ait veri bulunmamaktadir. Diinya Bankasi'nin her yil giincelledigi Irak
niifus verileri, yukaridaki sayim sonuglarina dair tahminlere dayanmaktadir. ABD
Disisleri Bakanhigi'nin 2021°de yayinladigi Uluslararast Din Ozgiirliigii Irak
raporuna gore, 2002'de Irak’ta 250.000 Hristiyan’in kaldigi tahmin edilmektedir.
Ayni rapora gore Asurilerin yaklagik %67'si Keldani, %20'si Dogu Asur Kilisesi
mensubudur, %13 ise Siiryani Katolik, Ortodoks ve diger Hristiyan azinliklardir.
ABD’nin bdlgeyi isgali, 2014’te DAES'in Musul'u isgali, bolgedeki Hristiyanlarin
siddetli saldirilara ugramalar1 bolgedeki niifus yapisini degistirmistir. Catisma
ortamindan kacan Asuriler’in ¢ogunlugunun Avrupa'ya go¢ etmesi Tirkiye'de
yerlesik olan Siiryani ve Keldani Kiliseleri’ne de biiyiik sorumluluk yiiklemistir. Bu
calisma ile 2011 sonrasi Irak’1 terk etmek zorunda kalan Asuri topluluklarinin
karsilagtig1 sorunlar ile bunlar1 asma stratejileri tartigilacak, bolgede dogan boslugun
sonuglart degerlendirilecektir.

Neslihan KURAN (Doktora Adayi - Ankara Universitesi)

Etnik Catismalar Arasinda Israil: Yeni Bir Etno-Dinsel Kimlik Olarak Israil’e
Gdig¢ Eden Etiyopyali Gogmenlerin Kimlik MUcadelesi

1948 sonrast Yahudi halk ulusu yaratmak amach Israil’e bircok gd¢ hareketi
gergeklesmistir. Diinyanin gesitli noktalarindan gergeklestirilen bu gé¢ hareketine
Avrupa’dan Rusya’ya, Magribi’den Orta Dogu iilkelerine kadar pek¢ok bdlge ve
halki katilmigtir. Gogtin son halkalarina bakildiginda genelde Afrikali gruplarin
olusturdugu goriilmiistiir. Afrikali gdgmen gruplari Israil’de bir dini bir krizine
neden olmustur. Bu krizi en derinden hisseden siiphesiz Israil’in kayip kabile
torunlar1 olduklari iddiasinda olmalarina ragmen Yahudilikleri uzun yillar kabul
edilmeyen Etiyopyali gé¢men grubu olmustur. Siyahilikleri Yahudi olmalariin
oniinde en biiyiik engeli olusturdugu icin goc etmeleri Israil hiikiimeti ve Yahudi
Ajansi tarafindan yillarca engellenmistir. Konu Knesette ciddi tartismalarin nedeni
olmustur. Bu grubun Yahudi olmadigini iddia eden bazi Knesset Uyeleri,
Etiyopya’dan gelecek olas1 gogiin oniine gegmeye calismistir. Etiyopyali gogmenler
1970’lerden itibaren Israil’in vatandaslari olarak toplumda yerlerini almaya
baslasalar da din problemleri hala tam olarak ¢6ziime kavusmus degildir. Israil’in
Etiyopyal1 gégmenleri sik sik isyanlar ile glindeme gelmektedir. Hem 1rksal hem
etnik olarak Israil’e gd¢ etmis diger gruplarla kiyaslandiginda farkli bir konumda yer
alan bu go¢menlerin isyanlar1 aslinda bir varolus miicadelesidir. Eski geleneksel
Etiyopyali kimliklerinin yeni edindikleri Israil kimligiyle ¢atigmasidir. Calisma,
Israil’in etnik kimlik krizleri cercevesinde degerlendirilecektir. Calismada,
“Etiyopyal1 Yahudi” olarak adlandirilan grubun Yahudi diinya ile ilk karsilagmalari,
entegre merkezlerinde gecirdikleri egitimler ve degisimleri, genel Yahudi halkiyla
etkilesimleri ve son olarak Israil’deki mevcut diizende sosyo-dini konumlari ele
alinacaktir.

An Analysis of Factors Affecting Geopolitical Competition among Regional
Powers in the Middle East

The Middle East is one of the sensitive and strategic regions in the geopolitical
system on a global scale. Huge energy reserves, seas and communication routes,
vastness and large population, ethnic-religious heterogeneity and ideological
conflicts have turned this region into a focal place in political and geopolitical
equations. The output of the phenomena of the Middle East region is effective in the
international system. Southwest Asia region has various natural and human
opportunities also convergence in this region has advantages that will face the global
power structure with fundamental changes. Despite the existence of extensive human
and natural capacities, geopolitical crises and incompatible competitions between
regional powers and the intervention of extra-regional powers have had destructive
effects on development and sustainable security in this region. Geopolitical
competition has been the main obstacle to convergence among Middle Eastern
countries. In the meantime, the presence of extra-regional powers and their
interference have intensified incompatible rivalries. This research, with its
descriptive and analytical nature and using library sources, has explained the factors
affecting geopolitical competition in the South West Asia region. The results of the
research show that 1- economic interests centered on energy and water resources; 2-
achieving strategic points and military weapons; 3- conflicting religious and ethnic
discourses and spheres of influence in an organic relationship with each other cause
geopolitical competitions have become regional and the involvement of extra-
regional powers has intensified the competition.

Orkhan VALIYEV (Assist Prof. - Western Caspian University)

Turkiye’s Geopolitical Destiny: From a Closed Nationality to a Flexible Regional
Center Country

Advances in technology, climate change, and the phenomenon of migration, which
gradually earn a global identity, transformed the classical structure of nation-states
based on homogeneity. In this sense, the Turkish nation-state structure, which was
closed in the context of closed homogeneity in the twentieth century, is also
transforming. From this point of view, it might be stated that the New Turkiye of the
21st century is in the process of giving birth to its new one. In this respect, the
concept of New Turkiye expresses the meaning that the republic has entered a hnew
phase politically. For the Republican cadres, the innovation manifested itself in the
context of modernization, secularization, and belonging to the political community,
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the closed Turkish nationality of loyalty. New Turkiye, the imposition of post-
Ottoman geopolitics, is changing in the 21st century. To put it more accurately, while
the republic is a notion that consists of the state and the nation, the New Turkiye of
the 21st century is transforming to include the market. Because the geopolitical
equation of this century has created the conditions for Istanbul to become a regional
economic hub again. In this sense, it can be said that the closed discourse of
nationality of the twentieth century will be abandoned. It can be said that the
phenomenon of migration is a decisive factor in the transformation of Turkish
political discourse. In this study, the transformation of Tiirkiye’s political structure
will be discussed in the context of migration.

Sadeq A.l. ALSHAIKHEID & Ahmed J. Y. ASMAR (Dr. - Sakarya University
& PhD Candidate — Ankara Social Sciences University)

The Future of the Turkish-Saudi Relations in the light of the Regional and
International Changes

The study seeks to review the future scenarios of the Turkish-Saudi relations under
the domestic changes in both countries and in the light of the regional and
international developments including Russian war on Ukraine, Iranian nuclear file
and Mideast tour of US President Joe Biden. The study will seek to answer the main
question: what is the future of the Turkish-Saudi relations in the light of the regional
and international changes? In answering the question, the study looks into the
historic and ideological factors that shaped the viewpoints of the political ruling elite
in both countries, it will also examine the stages of their bilateral relations in the past
two decades with a focus of the main regional and international issues that affected
the course of their relations. This will lead to review the most possible future
scenarios of their relations and determinants of each scenario and its reflection on
the region. The study’s significance is represented in highlighting a vital and
important topic that seeks to predict the future relations of two regional rival powers
as they both have great influence on the stability in the Middle East and on the
interests of the world’s major powers in the region. The paper’s methodology will
generally follow an analytical approach that involves the analysis and description of
the relations between Turkey and Saudi Arabia; moreover, it will use the Thematic
Analysis method to understand the statements by the Turkish and Saudi officials on
their bilateral relations and towards common issues.

Muhammad AL ZAWAWY (Dr.- Sakarya University)

Energy Security in the Eastern Mediterranean after the Ukranian War

One of the main reasons of the Russian military presence in Syria is to block any
future projects of pipelines exporting either the Persian Gulf gas or the Eastern
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Mediterranean gas to Europe via Syria. The war against Ukraine exposed a strategic
weakness of the Russian army, to the extent that Moscow had to pull out some of its
troops from Syria to help in the war efforts in the Ukrainian front. The Western
resolve to weaken Russia after its invasion to Ukraine and the latest rapprochement
with Iran adds more validity to the hypothesis that a Western-led coalition is possible
in the Eastern Mediterranean that can bring together Egypt, Israel and Turkey to
cooperate in exporting gas to Europe via extending the Arab gas pipeline to Turkey
via Syria. In this paper we are trying to examine different scenarios of regional
cooperation to the demarcation of maritime borders and the possible bargaining
process among the main stakeholder to reach a more stable security order of the
Eastern Mediterranean region.

Mert Can DUMAN (PhD Candidate - Hacettepe University)
The New and Sustainable Normal for Developing Countries

Devastating effects of climate change have been more intensely in every aspect of
life for the last few decades. In fact, approximately 2 trillion tons of glaciers melt
and thousands of hectares of forest areas are lost every year. In this context, energy
is one of the most important elements of combating climate change since it accounts
around 72 percent of global greenhouse gas emissions. As the paradigm shift in the
energy is essential, the methods of meeting the energy demands that support the
economic activities of the countries come to the fore. As the share of renewable
energy, which is considered as the key to the green transformation process, in the
total energy power increases, countries meet the energy demand in a more
sustainable way for the climate. At this point, adaptation to the green transition
process and sustainable development indicators are shown among the
competitiveness indicators of the ‘new world’. In this study, the share of renewable
energy and the relationship between sustainable development (ESG) indicators and
competitiveness are examined in Turkey and selected Middle Eastern countries. It is
assumed that countries which perform better in sustainable development indicators
and higher share of renewable energy will be more competitive. It is also indicated
in this study, to conclude, necessary aspects are evaluated in order to reveal the
components required for sustainable growth and for developing countries to establish
a sustainable and competitive growth path.

Karsilastirmal Bir Okuma

Doktor Fahreddin Sevket iran adli eserinde, 1900-1925 yillar1 arasinda Iran
medeniyetinin ana unsurlarint olusturan sosyal, siyasi, dini, iktisadi ve kiiltiirel
konularda bilgiler vermistir. William Penn Cresson ise Persia: The Awakening East
adli eserinde 1900’li yillarm basinda Iran’a yapti1 yolculuk boyunca bolgenin
sosyal yasamina, ekonomisine ve siyasetine dair gozlemlerine yer vermistir. Bu
baglamda her iki kitap, 1900°lii y1llarin fran’na dair 6nemli referans niteligindedir.
Farkli cografyalarda yasamis, farkli medeniyet tasavvurlarina sahip her iki yazarin
bakis acilarindaki ve diisiince diinyalarindaki belirgin farkliliklar, iran’a dair
gozlemlerine ve dolayisiyla eserlerine yansimistir. Doktor Fahreddin Sevket,
Tahran’1t payitaht ve birinci sehir olarak nitelendirerek; sehrin sokaklarinin
atmosferine dair gozlemlerinden hayranlikla séz etmistir. Doktor Fahreddin
Sevket’in aksine Cresson ise Tahran’t zitliklar sehri olarak nitelendirmistir. Yazar
eserinde, Tahran meydanindaki zit toplumsal kutuplara deginerek, sosyokiiltiirel
unsurlara kars1 elestirel bir yaklasimda bulunmustur. Bu ¢alismada, Iran’in sosyal,
siyasi, dini, iktisadi, kiiltiirel ve medeni hayatim ele alan Doktor Fahreddin’in iran
ve William Penn Cresson’in Persia:The Awakening East adl1 eserleri incelenmistir.
Bu inceleme sonucu iki kitapta birtakim benzerlikler ve farkliliklar s6z konusu olup,
karsilastirma yoluyla iran’a dair bir degerlendirme yapilmistir.

Deniz DEDE (Doktora Adayi- Istanbul Universitesi)
Kiiltiirel Mirasin Yok Olusu: Orta Dogu'da Unutturulan Tarih

Orta Dogu, pek ¢ok emperyal devletin isgaline ugrayan, dolayisiyla gerilimin ve
catismanin hi¢ eksik olmadig1 bir cografyadir. Bolgede on yillardir yasanan gerilim,
binlerce yillik tarihi yapilar1 korumay1 imkansiz kilmakta; bolge halkinin kiiltiiriine
sahip ¢ikmasini zorlagtirmaktadir. Bu ¢atisma hali siiresince meydana gelen yikim,
iki sekilde olusmaktadir: gerilimin galibi olmaya odaklanmis bilingsiz aktoérlerin
siddeti ve kiiltlirinii empoze etmeye odaklanmis aktorlerin bu yonde politikalar
gelistirmeleri. Burada cevabi aranacak soru “Bu aktorler sebebiyle diinyanin
ylzlesmesi gereken yikim ne boyuttadir?” seklindedir. Bu soru, “medeniyetlerin
besigi” ad1 verilecek derecede 6nem atfedilen bu topraklarin kiiltiirel hafizalarini ne
kadar yitirdigini 6grenmek acisindan son derece gereklidir. Bu noktada aranacak
cevap; hem ilgili topraklarin binlerce yillik degerlerine ne derece sahip
¢ikilabildigini, hem de bu degerleri yok etmek iizere faaliyet gdsteren aktdrlerin
motivasyonlarini ortaya koyacaktir. Bu konu arastirtlirken kullanilan yontem, ¢ikan
catigmalara ve bu c¢atigmalarin kiiltiirel degerlere etkilerine dair yazilmis haber ve

makalelerin kalitatif bir bigcimde degerlendirilmesi yoniindedir. Arastirma sonucu
elde edilen bulgular iki sekilde incelenebilir. Bunlardan ilki, bolgede varlik gosteren
aktorlerin bolgesel giic olma miicadelesinde diger aktorlere ait kiiltiir birikimini
gerek tarihi yapilari ortadan kaldirarak gerekse sosyal bilinci diizenleyerek yok etme
cabasidir. Ikincisi ise; bolgeye sonradan eklemlenmis giiglerin, bolgede kendilerine
kars1 “tehdit” olarak algiladigi devletlerin kiiltiir birikimini dis miidahale yoluyla yok
etme niyetidir. Devletlerin bu sekilde zayiflayan kiiltiir bilinci, arastirma sonucunda
daha net ortaya koyulmakta ve bu bilinci yeniden insa etmek i¢in baglanmasi gereken
noktalara 151k tutmaktadir.

Nuri SALIK (Dr. Ogr. Uyesi- Ankara Yildirim Beyazit Universitesi)
Devrim ve Dis Politika: Suriye Baas Partisi Ornegi (1963-1970)

8 Mart 1963 tarihinde gerceklestirilen Baas darbesi, Suriye’de ancien régime’in sonu
olmus ve Osmanli déneminden beri Suriye’yi yoneten kentli Siinni ailelerin siyasi
hegemonyasi tasfiye edilmistir. Yeni toplumsal giiglerin tastyiciligini yapan Baas
Partisi, darbe sonrasinda Suriye siyasetinin basat giicli olarak tarih sahnesindeki
yerini almistir. Suriye tarihinin en g¢alkantili donemlerinden biri olan 1963-1970
doneminde Suriye siyasetine damga vuran temel faktor, sinifsal ve mezhepsel
gerilimler ekseninde sekillenen iktidar miicadelesi olmustur. Bu iktidar miicadelesi,
8 Mart 1963 Baas darbesinin ve 23 Subat 1966 neo-Baas darbesinin arkasindaki itici
glic olmustur. Bu iki devrimin ardindan Suriye’nin siyasi, biirokratik ve ekonomik
yapisinda meydana gelen degisiklikler Suriye dis politikasi tizerinde dogrudan etkili
olmustur. Bu ¢aligma, Suriye’de vuku bulan 8 Mart 1963 ve 23 Subat 1966
darbelerinin Suriye dis politikas1 iizerindeki etkilerini tarihsel sosyolojik bir
perspektiften incelemeyi amaclamaktadir. Ug boliimden olusan bu calismada, ilk
olarak Tarihsel Sosyolojinin dis politika analizine yaptig1 kuramsal katkilar {izerinde
durulacaktir. Tkinci kisimda, 8 Mart 1963 Baas darbesinden 23 Subat 1966 neo-Baas
darbesine kadar gecen donemde Suriye dis politikasi incelenecektir. Bu kisimda, 8
Mart 1963 darbesinden sonra yasanan sosyo-politik doniisiimiin dis politika
Uzerindeki etkisi Misir-Suriye-Irak birlik goriismeleri ve sonrasinda yasanan
gelismeler ekseninde ele alinacaktir. Son kisimda, Baas Partisi i¢inde ortaya ¢ikan
kusaklar arasi1 gerilimin bir neticesi olan 23 Subat 1966 neo-Baas darbesinden sonra
Suriye dis politikasi irdelenecektir. Bu kisimda, yonetici elitlerin yapisinda meydana
gelen degisimin yol actig1 radikallesmenin Suriye’yi Israil’e karsi nasil Alt1 Giin
Savaglari’na siiriikledigi ve iceride yasanan iktidar miicadelesinin dis politika ile
iliskisi incelenecektir.
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Yunus SAHBAZ (Ars. Gor., Kirikkale Universitesi)

1980’li Yillarda Orta Dogu’daki Islami Hareketlere Tiirk Aydinimin Bakisi: Erol
Giingor Ornegi

Tirkiye’nin 1970°li yillart iilkenin kendi i¢ sorunlarina kapanmasi ve sokak
eylemleriyle ge¢cmistir. Orta Dogu ise, 6zellikle 1974 Petrol Krizi’yle beraber, daha
fazla uluslararasi kamuoyunun ilgisini gekmektedir. Ayrica bu yillarda Orta Dogu’da
yiikselen IslamfT hareketlerin siyasT ve toplumsal mobilizasyonu bu tilkelerde cereyan
eden hadiseleri daha ¢ok ¢ekim merkezi haline getirmistir. Uluslararas1 bu trendin
aksine, Orta Dogu’daki siyasi ve toplumsal hareketliligin Tiirkiye’deki entelektiiel
kamuoyunun ¢ok da ilgisini gekmedigi goriilmektedir. Bazi tekil girisimler ve devlet
nezdinde de bazi tesebbiisler olsa da 1970 ve ‘80’lerde Tiirkiye’deki bir¢ok siyasi ve
entelektiiel elit i¢in Orta Dogu uzak durulmasi gereken bir cografyadir. Bu anlamda,
Orta Dogu Islam ve laiklik dis1 orgiit ve inanglarla esdeger tutulmakta; Tiirkiye’nin
de laik bir iilke olarak kendisini bu cografyadan uzak tutmasi gerektigi kabuliinden
hareket edilmektedir. Bu baglamda 1970’ler ve ‘80’lerde Orta Dogu’ya doniik algi
ve Onyargilarin dismna ¢ikabilmis az sayida entelektiiel ve siyasi elitlerden sz
edilebilir. Daha c¢ok milliyetgi-muhafazakar kimligiyle bilinse de Erol Giingér
bunlardan biridir ve Giingér’iin Orta Dogu’daki gelismelere istisnai bir ilgisi vardir.
1970’lerin ortalarinda yazdigr kose yazilarinda Giingdr Tiirkiye’deki elit
cevrelerinin Orta Dogu yaklagimlarini sorunsallastirmakta ve elestirmektedir. Bu
calismada, Erol Giingor’iin erken sayilabilecek donemdeki cogunlukla ihmal edilen
Orta Dogu ilgisinin ele alinmasi ve onun bu ilgisinin temel parametrelerinin
belirlenmesi amaglanmaktadir. Giingér’iin Orta Dogu’daki geligsmeler iizerine
degerlendirmeleri ve bu gelismelerin Tiirkiye’ye yapacagi olasi sirayetler onun
metinleri {izerinden sorunsallastirilacaktir. En nihayetinde ise, bu alanda uzman
birisi olmamasmma ragmen, Giingér’iin yaptigt analiz ve Ongdriilerinin bir
degerlendirilmesi yapilacaktir.

Aysenur AYGUL (PhD Candidate - Hacettepe University)
Analysis of Libyan Immigration Detention Centers under the International Law

The detention of immigrants under certain conditions, which is a reflection of the
sovereign right of the state in their country, is a sensitive issue as it restricts the
individual's right to freedom. Immigrant detention appears to be an exceptional last
resort. Since Libya is both a destination country and a transit country for both regular
and irregular migrants, it has been a country that has been receiving immigration for
years. Human rights violations in immigration detention centers in Libya have
become more serious under the severe conditions of the civil war. In migrant
detention centers in Libya, migrants are held in very bad conditions and exposed to
many different types of violence. The problems of authority in Libya and the
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questionable policies of European countries to prevent immigration from Libya are
among the main reasons underlying the crisis in immigration detention centers. This
research aims to put how and under what conditions it would be possible to keep
immigrants in detention centers in terms of international law after giving a brief
immigration profile of Libya. It then discusses the situation in Libya's immigration
detention centers.

Diego Checa HIDALGO (Dr.- University of Granada)

Compliance with International Humanitarian Law Respect in the Palestinian
Territories Occupied by Israel

This paper aims to identify and analyze the main violations of International
Humanitarian Law (IHL) that protects the population living in the occupied
Palestinian Territories. The conquest of East Jerusalem, the West Bank and the Gaza
Strip by Israel after the Six-Day War triggered a military occupation that has not
ceased since 1967. The maintenance of the occupation has meant the prolongation
of a conflict that has become one of the most relevant on the international scene due
to the attention received and the impact on global peace and security. During that
period (1967-2022), the occupying power has continuously exercised control over
the territory and the Palestinian population that inhabited it, manifesting itself in
serious violations of IHL. Our objective is to identify, analyze and assess the effects
of the greatest breaches of IHL in the occupied Palestinian Territories, based on the
duties established for the occupying power, mainly in the Hague Regulations of 1907
(arts. 42 to 56), in the Fourth Geneva Convention (arts. 27 to 34 and 47 to 78), as
well as certain provisions of Additional Protocol | and customary IHL. Through a
qualitative methodology that combines the documentary analysis of primary and
secondary sources, serious breaches of IHL by the occupying Power have been
identified that affect its obligation to ensure and maintain sufficient levels of public
health and hygiene, as well as to supply food and medical supplies to the population
of the occupied territory. There is also evidence of violations of the prohibition of
forced transfers of the population from and within the occupied territory, and of the
prohibition of the transfer of the civilian population of the occupying power to the
occupied territory. Along with this, the prohibitions on collective punishment,
reprisals against protected persons and their property, the confiscation of private
property by the occupier and the destruction or seizure of enemy property have not
been respected. In addition, the occupying power has prosecuted persons accused of
criminal offenses without respecting internationally recognized judicial guarantees
and has prevented delegates of the International Red Cross and Red Crescent
Movement from carrying out their humanitarian activities.
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Nur Atika HAIRI (PhD Candidate, Sakarya University ORMER)

The Humanitarian Assistance Role of Malaysia for Syria (MFS) Toward Syrian
refugees in Malaysia, Syria and Turkiye from 2012 to 2021

This study investigates the forms of involvement and contribution of a humanitarian-
based organisations called Malaysia For Syria (MFS). It is geared towards finding
out the humanitarian aid role implemented by MFS in assisting Syrian refugees in
Malaysia, Syria and Turkiye from 2012 to 2021. Based on a qualitative approach,
the study conducted in-depth interviews with three MFS officials. The selection of
this NGO was based on specialized assistance to Syria and its active involvement
since the organization’s establishment. The findings have shown there are various
humanitarian aid projects conducted by MFS involving the economic, educational,
social, health, agricultural, and infrastructure sectors. Indubitably, the projects have
contributed to the sustainability of the Syrians’ lives. Active involvement through
activities conducted in Malaysia has increased awareness of the Syrian issue among
the Malaysian community. Thus, all of its programmes and activities are based upon
these objectives rooted in humanitarian values and principles. Furthermore,
Malaysia is not a signatory of the UN Refugee’s Convention, but it still helps
refugees on humanitarian ground. Also, it is found out through this study that there
is an existing collaboration between the government of Malaysia, the government of
Turkiye, local NGOs in Turkiye, Syria and MFS itself especially in terms of the
Syrian’s settlement issue. The findings of this study further reveal that the existence
of humanitarian organisations such as MFS is allowed because the government of
Malaysia permits humanitarian aid based on the support for basic needs for refugees.
Lastly, this study recommends the need for MFS to further strengthen its
commitment in providing humanitarian assistance and develop more the program to
ensure that future humanitarian assistance programs be more effective.

Ferit MALKARA (Doktora Ogrencisi, Milli Savunma Universitesi Alpaslan
Savunma Bilimleri Enstitlst)

Yemen’in Toplumsal Yapisi ve Siyasal Siddet Baglaminda i¢ Savas

Yaklasik son yedi yildir Yemen’de i¢ savag devam etmektedir. Husiler kuzeyde yani
agiret¢iligin yasandigi yerde toplanmig Yemen’in diger niifusunu olusturan Siinniler
ise iilkenin giliney tarafina yerlesmislerdir. Kuzeyin sarp ve daglik olmasi, dogal
kaynaklar acisindan yetersiz olmasi ve en dnemlisi de etnik ve dini ayrimdan dolay1
siirekli bir ayrisma ve 6tekilestirmenin sonucu olarak ¢atigsma kaginilmaz olmaktadir.
Bununla birlikte bélgesel giic olma yolundaki Iran ve Suudi Arabistan’m
miidahaleleri siireci i¢inden ¢ikilmaz bir duruma itmektedir. BM raporlarina gore
halkin %80’ yardima muhta¢ durumdadir. Yemen basarisiz devlet olarak
tanimlanmaktadir. Yemen’in giincel sorunlarmi veya i¢ savasa siiriiklenme
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asamasini {i¢ ana baglik altinda toplamak miimkiindiir. Bunlardan ilki 1990 yapilan
birlesmenin asla tam manasiyla bir birlesim olmamasidir. Asiretgilik ve
merkezsizlesme bu birlesime engel temel unsurlardan biri olarak karsimiza
¢ikmaktadir. fkinci olarak Yemen Orta Dogu’nun en fakir iilkelerinden birisidir.
Ulkenin ekonomisi tamamen dis yardimlar ve yurt disindaki Yemenli iscilerin
ailelerine gonderdikleri paralar Ustinden donmektedir. Ugiincii ve son olarak ise
politik gii¢siizliikk ve kirtllganlik, pargalara ayrilmis devlet yapisi basta olmak {izere
Suudi Arabistan ve Iran olmak iizere birgok iilkenin miidahaleleri sonucu olusan
karmasik ve i¢ savagsal yapidir. Burada asil sorunun i¢ savasta bir tarafta Suudi
Arabistan, ABD ve Ingiltere diger tarafta iran, Rusya ve Cin bulunan ve El Kaide,
ISID ve Hizbullah gibi terdr 6rgiitlerinin her gecen giin gii¢ kazanarak i savasta yer
almasi halihazirda var olan kanigikligt daha karmasik hale getirdigi
degerlendirilmektedir. Calismamizin amact Yemen’deki siyasal siddetin ve i¢
savasin olugmasinda toplumsal yapinin etnik ve dini inang farkliliklart agisindan
ziyade sorunun ekonomik kaynakli oldugu agiklanmaya caligilacaktir.

Muhammet Fatih OZKAN (Dr., Canakkale Onsekiz Mart Universitesi)

Geleneksel Ittifaklarla Bolgesel Is Birligi Arayislart Arasinda Katar’in Iran’la
Iliskileri

1981 yilinda devrimci bir rejim tarafindan yénetilen Iran tehdidine karsi kurulan
Kérfez Is Birligi Konseyi'nin (KiK) iiyelerinden biri olan Katar’in iran’la iliskileri
bu orgiitiin diger iiyeleri olan Suudi Arabistan, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri (BAE),
Bahreyn ve Kuveyt gibi iilkelerden biiyiik dlciide farkli bir seyir izlemistir. fran-lrak
Savasi’ndan Arap Bahari’ndaki devrim/kars1 devrim siireclerine ve son olarak iran
niikleer miizakerelerinde ortaya ¢ikan yaklagim farklilar1 Katar’1, Haziran 2017°de
KIK iiyelerinden Suudi Arabistan, BAE ve Bahreyn’in yani sira Misir’in da katildig
ciddi ekonomik ve diplomatik yaptirimlara maruz birakmustir. Katar’in karsilastig
bu tablonun gerekgesi yalnizca Iran’la iliskileri olmamakla birlikte bu calismanin
temel arastirma konusu, Doha’nin basta Riyad olmak {izere Korfez bagkentlerinden
gelen tim tepkilere ragmen Tahran’la iligkiler konusunda farkli bir yaklagim
benimsenin ardindaki motivasyonlar1 ortaya koymaktir. Bu baglamda, Katar’in
kendi gilivenlik perspektifinden konuya yaklagimina, bolgesel sorunlarda
arabuluculuk roli Gistlenme stratejisine ve son olarak Iran’la ézellikle dogal gaz
arama/cikarma sahalarinda rekabetten ziyade is birligini 6ne ¢ikarma egilimine
odaklanilacaktir. Iran’la Katar arasinda olusan karsiikli bagimhihigin Katar’i
geleneksel ittifak iliskilerini ¢ok fazla zorlamadan catisma yerine ortak ¢ikarlarda
uzlastya sevk etmesi ve yumusak giic unsurlarin1 6n plana ¢ikarmasi, ¢alismanin
daha gok neo-liberal bir perspektiften ele alinmasini gerekli kilacaktir. Caligmada
ayrica Katar’m Iran’la iliskilerde kendisiyle benzer bir tarihsel tecriibeye ve yine
kendisiyle benzer bir ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve demografik yapiya sahip olan Bahreyn

Yusuf Bahadir KESKIN (Dr. Ogr. Gorevlisi, Amasya Universitesi)

Suudi Arabistan’in Yemen Miidahalesi: Siyasi, Askeri ve Ekonomik Basarisizhgin
Analizi

Mart 2015't¢ Suudi Arabistan Onciiliigiindeki Arap Koalisyonu’nun, Yemen'deki
mesru yonetim olan Cumhurbaskani Abdurabbu Mansur Hadi'nin talebiyle baslattig1
askeri operasyon yedi yili askin siiredir devam etmektedir. Dénemin Savunma
Bakani Muhammed bin Salman’in karar siirecindeki etkisini arttirmasi ile Iran
destekli Husilerin alan kazanmasina karsilik olarak girigilen bu savas, Riyad’a ne
askeri ne de siyasi ve ekonomik olarak basari getirmemektedir. Suudi Arabistan
yonetiminin ihtisamli ekonomik kapasitesi ve siyasi girisimlerinin, askeri
basarisizligin 6niine gegemedigi Yemen Savasi, Riyad i¢in “bataklik” olarak ifade
edilmektedir. Bu ¢alismada Suudi Arabistan’i, Yemen’deki i¢ savasa miidahale
etmeye iten faktorleri, tiim ¢abalara ragmen somut bir sonu¢ alinamamis olmasinin
nedenlerini ortaya koymaya ve olasi senaryolara dair ongoriilerde bulunmaya
calismaktadir.

Cagatay Bale1 (Doktora Adayi, Milli Savunma Universitesi)
Iran’in Psikolojik Harekdt Stratejisinde Ara Hedef Kitlelerin Aracsalligt

Iran’in savunma doktrini, Islam Devrimi’nin ardindan déniisiime ugrayan ana
diizlemlerin basinda gelmektedir. Devrim sonrasinda tehdit algilamalari, dost-
diisman tanimlamalart ve jeopolitik yaklasimlarda yasanan doniisiimler biitiinsel
olarak Iran’in savunma doktrininde biiyiik bir kirilma yarattig1 gibi ayn1 zamanda
savunma doktrini bilesenlerinde ve strateji-taktik duzeylerinde de -etkilerini
gostermigstir. Bu baglamda, yeniden sekillenen savunma doktrinindeki doniisiimiin
en 6nemli boyutlarindan bir tanesi de psikolojik harekat stratejisi olmustur. Devrim
sonrasinda bilhassa bolgesel diizlem ¢ercevesinde uygulamaya koydugu devrim
ihrac1 politikas1 ile yeni psikolojik harekat stratejisinin paradigmal simirlarini
belirleyen iran, bu baglamda yeni tema, mesaj, ara¢ ve hedef kitle tanimlamalarini
da yeniden belirlemistir. Ozellikle bélge halklar1 nezdinde etki insasini hedefleyen
Iran’in yeni psikolojik harekat stratejisinde ara hedef kitleler dnemli bir konuma
sahiptir. Psikolojik harekat terminolojisinde, harekatin dogrudan hedefi; ikna, etki
ingas1 veya imaj yonetimi faaliyetlerinin odagi konumunda bulunmayan fakat soz
konusu toplumda psikolojik harekdt mesajlarinin ve temalarinin genis Kkitlelere
ulagtirilmasinda tagiyicilik rolii iistlenen topluluklar1 ifade eden ara hedef kitleler
Iran’m yeni psikolojik harekat stratejisinin ayrilmaz bir pargasi haline gelmistir.
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Suriye krizi ile birlikte psikolojik harekat stratejisinde ara hedef Kkitlelerin
aragsalligina daha fazla gereksinim duyan iran, bu topluluklara daha fazla nem
atfetmeye baslamustir. Ozellikle mezhepsel veya ideolojik diizeyde Iran’a yakin veya
miizahir bir tutuma sahip olan ara hedef kitleler Iran’in bélgesel etkisinin
yogunlasmasinda dnemli bir rol iistlenmektedirler. Bu calismada iran’in psikolojik
harekat stratejisinde ara hedef kitlelerin aragsalligi ve bu aragsalligin bolgesel
dizlemdeki etkileri incelenecektir.

Lucia G. DEL-MORAL (The Euro-Arab Foundation for Higher Studies)

From the Radical Disembedding to Cross-ldeological Coalescence. Inter-Party
Relations between the Islamist Movement al-Adl wa-I-lhsane and the Radical
Left Party Annahj Addimocrati in Morocco

The strategy adopted by pluralist authoritarianism for fragmenting the political scene
accentuates a cleavage between groups that propose a strategy of progressive and
gradual integration into the political structures, and those that adopt anti-system
positions based on ideological radicalism and antagonistic rhetoric. This scenario
forces the moderation of the parties in order to participate in the political system and
increase their influence and also prevents the presence of anti-system political forces
at the ideological extremes in the party system. Some authors consider that it is due
to the excluded nature of these actors and their lack of electoral interests, that they
have overcome political pressures for mainstreaming. However, how these dynamics
influence the political and ideological orientation of North African anti-system
parties remains largely unexplored. In particular, we find very few theoretical and
methodological references for the analysis of anti-system parties in the Moroccan
context, with most studies focusing on anti-authoritarian protests or violent
extremism. Given these considerations, this research explores the evolution of
ideological and political orientation of the opposition Islamist Movement, al-Adl wa-
I-Ihsane (AWI), and the radical left party Annahj Addimocrati in Morocco. Inter-
party relations between both groups have evolved from violent confrontations on the
university campuses between the 1970s-1990s to a crossideological coalition (dated
from 2011), in which parties of a very diverse nature coexist. These cases show two
different paths of anti-system parties” moderation. On the one hand, AWI has
undergone a transition from its substantial ideological stance based on the idea of
the Caliphate to an inclusive political model that focuses on strategic alliances with
secular movements. On the other hand, Annahj Addimocrati has developed a process
of symbolic differentiation through a conceptual framework and a radical discourse
with clear references to social movements theory. We consider that political alliances
based on non-violent contestation are a key element for political change when
“reformist” parties have significant social support and reach political agreements
with forces with different ideological orientations.
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Daniel F. Pérez GARCIA (The Euro-Arab Foundation of Higher Studies)

Spain and Morocco versus Terrorism: Bilateral Cooperation in the Fields of
LEA’s, Judiciary and Prevention of Radicalization

11-M and the Casablanca attack represent a before and after in the Spanish-
Moroccan counterterrorist cooperation, since both administrations are then
committed to a qualitative leap to jointly combat jihadism. However, not all the
action fronts have the same level of development to coordinate the anti-terrorist
policy. The new and changing threats of global terrorism make it necessary to
constantly update the tools used. This research seeks to answer which are the most
and less successful tools of cooperation between Spain and Morocco in terms of anti-
terrorism. To do this, a systematic review has been implemented in order to
summarize the historical backgrounds of bilateral cooperation and the evolution of
the tools and agreements launched to fight terrorism. For these reasons, this research
aims to analyze the current strengths and weaknesses in LEA’s, judicial and
prevention of radicalization cooperation between Spain and Morocco. In order to
resolve these questions, the article adopts a qualitative analysis of the literature,
incorporates a descriptive-interpretative approach and bets on the consultation of
sources in different languages and fields of origin. All this, so that they balance the
possible biases and compensate for the gaps in the literature, since not all the
documents are freely accessible due to their special sensitivity to the security of both
countries. All in all, this research concludes that Spain and Morocco have neglected
bilateral collaboration frameworks in the fight against jihadist radicalization, while
LEA’s and judicial cooperation is a clear model of successful cooperation. In light
of these results, it would be worth considering to follow the successful experience in
the development of agreements and specific tools on other fronts to apply them to
the field of radicalization prevention. Likewise, to bridge the existing gaps, the civil
society initiatives described in the research should be incorporated to make them
converge with the bilateral anti-terrorist cooperation strategies already developed.

Javier RUIPEREZ, Josep Garcia COLL & Salvador BERDUN (The Euro-
Arab Foundation for Higher Studies)

Discomfort and (Social)Mobilization: Understanding Radicalisation and Why
Context Matters

In recent years, the increase of the scientific contribution and the empirical studies
has led to gain a good amount of knowledge on the radicalisation process and
extremism dynamics. Based on recent field research carried out in Irag, Tunisia and
Lebanon, this piece of research attempts to put forward how several policy
developments on P/CVE have been based on what we could consider to be outdated
premises. For example, the conveyor belt theory that links ideological extremism
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with violent extremism, the need to control and train religious stakeholders as the
main actors in the spread and mitigation of Violent Extremism, or the search for
Violent Extremism hotbeds in the MENA Region as the main exporters of Violent
Extremism towards Europe. Throughout our presentation, we question these
premises and present alternative pathways to reframe research and policy
development in and towards MENA societies.

Daniela IRRERA (University of Catania)

Religion and Civil Society Organizations in the Mediterranean: Strengthening
Interreligious Dialogue and Tackling Radicalisation

The scholarship on the influence of religion in politics has consistently grown in the
last years. Students of International Relations and European studies have analyzed
and described such impact, particularly on foreign policy and other related issues,
such as development and aid policies or security and defence cooperation. Such
analyses have particularly focused, on the one hand, on the actors, both positive
(NGOs, civil society organisations; local communities) and negative (radical groups
and movements); and, on the other, on the mechanisms and practices through which
religion exerts an influence and/or is utilised to achieve broader results. While some
interesting contributions on the role of CSOs already exist, particularly on their
ability to strengthen the transparency of the decision-making procedures and to
expand the representativeness, further research is needed on how this happens in
non-democratic contexts and towards non-democratic partners. The presentation
aims at exploring the roles of CSOs in the dialogue that the EU has built with local
communities in the MENA region and, in particular, how religion is employed as a
tool for strengthening cooperation at grassroots level and prevent radicalization.

Ahmet Emin DAG (Dr. - INSAMER)
Suriye’nin Demografik doniisiimii ve Tiirkiye’nin Secenekleri

Suriye’nin etnik ve dini yapisi tek bir iilkenin sinirlar iginde farkli aidiyetlerden
beslenen karmagik bir toplumsal yapi yaratmistir. Suriye toplumunda yatay
diizeydeki etnik ve dini farkliliklara dayali bu catlak, i¢ savasin biyittigi dikey
diizeydeki siyasi ve sosyoekonomik farkliliklara dayali boliinmelerle birlesince
iilkenin ulusal biitiinliigii bozulmustur. Ulke icinde gerek rejimin ve gerekse farkli
etnik ve dini gruplarin rakiplerini hedef alan siddet ve siirgiin politikalar1 etnik yer
degistirmelere dayali yeni bir cografi durum ortaya ¢ikarmigtir. Bununla paralel
olarak, iilke i¢inde ve disinda insanlarin yer degistirmesi sonucu bir¢ok etnik ve dini
grubun yagsam alani degismeye baglamistir. Kendi igindeki bu ¢eliskiler, barisin
geciktigi her giin lilkenin fiili béliinmesini tetikleyecek yeni bir ortam olusturmustur.
Bu yeni durum olumsuz sonuglari sadece Suriye’yi degil ¢evre iilkelerin istikrarini
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da etkileme potansiyeli tasidig1 i¢in Tiirkiye’nin bu etnik boliinmeler ve gelecek
senaryolari 6niindeki segenekleri hayati 6nem tagimaktadir.

Isilay Karsh DEMIRAG (Doktora Adayi - Sakarya Universitesi ORMER)
Medya Mezhepgiligi: Liibnan Ornegi

Liibnan, Ortadogu’nun mezhepsel ayrima gére boliinmis kiigiik bir tilkesidir. Resmi
olarak belirlenmis on sekiz mezhep vardir. Liibnan’daki bu mezhepsel farkliliklar
basta siyaset olmak tizere toplumun her alanini etkileyen 6nemli bir belirleyicidir.
Mezhepsel farkliliklara dayali yonetim sistemi 2019 yilinda baslayan protestolarla
yeniden tartigilmaya baslanmistir. Protestolarin odak noktasini basta kotiiye giden
ekonomik kosullar olustursa da zamanla siyasal elitlerin yolsuzluklari ve kayirmaci
politikalart da elestirilmeye baglanmistir. Protestolarla giindeme gelen mezhepsel
farkliliklar medyada da kendini gostermektedir. Medyada mezhepgiligin temel
belirleyici oldugu medya mezhepgiligi kavrami ise bu ¢ergcevede en iyi Liibnan
ornegi ile acgiklanabilir. Diger Ortadogu iilkelerine kiyasla devlet tarafindan
kisitlanan bir medyaya sahip olmadigi ig¢in Liibnan, Ortadogu'nun en liberal iilkesi
olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Bunun yani sira Liibnan’daki medya, mezhepsel ayrimlara
dayali olmas1 nedeniyle tartisilmaktadir. Medya sahiplerine bakildiginda hepsinin
temsil ettigi bir siyasi parti ve bagli oldugu mezhep bulunmaktadir. Televizyon,
radyo ve basin gibi medya araglari hem siyasi hem de dini gruplar tarafindan
kullanilmaktadir. Haberler bu ayrima gore c¢ercevelenmekte ve topluma
aktarilmaktadir. Siyasette etkin olan aktorler medyay1 dolayisiyla toplumu da
yonetmektedir. Medya araglarinin bu seckinlerin elinde olmasi haber akisini
etkilemekte ve mezhepsel ayrimi derinlestirmektedir. Caligmada haberlerin farkl
medya kanallarinda nasil ¢ergevelendigi 6rneklerle agiklanmaya calisilacaktir. Bu
cercevede bu galisma ile Liibnan’daki devlet, toplum ve medya iliskisinin
mezhepgilik odaginda analiz edilmesi amaglanmaktadir.

Tugce Ersoy CEYLAN (Dr. - izmir Demokrasi Universitesi)
Israil'de Islami Hareket

Israil’de Islami Hareket (Hareket el Islamiyye fi Dahl el-Filastin) 1970°1i yillarda
Israil vatandas1 Filistinlilerin spesifik ve karmasik sartlar1 altinda ortaya cikan siyasi
ve sosyal bir harekettir. Slogani “Islam ¢éziimdiir” olarak bilinegelen hareket Israilli
Filistinlilerin 6nce sikiydnetim altinda yasamlar1 baglaminda ve daha sonra Israil
siyaseti ve toplumundan diglanmaya ve ayrimciligin ¢dziimiine dair Israilli Filistinli
topluluk arasinda viicuda gelen siyasi olusumlardan biridir. Zamanla Israilli Filistinli
azinligin basat siyasi trendlerinden biri olan Hareket yillar icerisinde belediyelerde
ve yerel yonetimde elini giiglendirmis ve i¢inde bulundugumuz yiizyilda Hareket’in
bir kolu (Ra’am) Israil’de tikanan segimlerde kilit rol oynayarak ilk defa koalisyon
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hiikiimetine katilmustir. Israil otoriterleriyle istikrarsiz ve ihtilafl1 bir iliskiye sahip
olmasina ragmen Hareket popiilerligini, Filistinli topluluk igerisindeki etkisini ve
toplumsal organizasyonunu siirdiirmeyi basarmistir. Bu ¢alismada Islami Hareket’in
gelisimi tarihsel olarak ele alinacak, Israilli Filistinliler arasinda bdyle bir hareketin
neden ve hangi toplumsal-siyasi ve yerel-bolgesel-uluslararasi sartlarda ortaya
¢iktig1 irdelenmeye calisilacak ve hareketin Israil otoriteleri nezdindeki yeri ve nasil
algilandi81 analiz edilmeye calisilacaktir. Bunu yaparken Israilli Filistinli toplulugun
i¢inde bulundugu sosyal, ekonomik ve siyasi sartlar da ortaya konulmus olacaktir.

Zoulikha ALIANE (PhD Candidate - Sakarya University ORMER)

Developments of Western Sahara Issue and Its Impact on North African
Countries

The Sahara issue is one of the longest disputed issues in North Africa between the
Polisario Front and Morocco since the exit of Spain. The conflict was initially an
armed conflict, began in 1975, when Spain signed out, till the ceasefire agreement
ended the armed conflict between the Polisario Front and Morocco and turned the
conflict from a military conflict into a civil resistance. Regional and international
positions on the issue of Western Sahara varied. There are regional positions that
support the Moroccan position and others oppose it, but there is a general tendency
to settle the conflict. Morocco refuses to recognize the sovereignty of Western
Sahara over its territory and demands that it be granted autonomy in return for being
the supervisor of it, while Algeria adopted a position Steady with the support of the
Sahrawi people in deciding their fate and not dividing it between Morocco and
Mauritania. Algeria is considered the biggest supporter of the Sahrawi refugee cause,
which has given them camps in Tindouf. While Spain initially supported the right of
self-determination for the Saharawi people, stressing that it is the basis for ending
colonialism. But recently, Spain changed its position on the issue of the Sahara and
adopted the approach of Morocco, which created a diplomatic crisis between Algeria
and Madrid. In this research paper, we will discuss the most important developments
in the Western Sahara issue and how it affects North African countries, especially
Algeria, as a pivotal country in the region, through the following axes:

* The most important actors in the Western Sahara issue.
* The geostrategic dimensions of the Western Sahara issue.

» The impact of the Western Sahara issue on the relations between Morocco and
Algeria.

* The impact of developments in the Western Sahara issue on Algeria and Spain.
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Ashgiil SARIKAMIS (Dr. Ogr. Uyesi - Selguk Universitesi)

EU’s Policies for Preventing Violent Extremism and Terrorism in North Africa
and Sahel Region

This paper examines the EU’s policy strategies and instruments in preventing and
countering violent extremism and terrorism in its Southern neighbourhood. It
particularly analyses the EU main policy guidelines such as EU's Global Strategy
(2016) and the EU Strategy for Combating Radicalisation and Recruitment,
Commission’s Agenda on Counter Terrorism (2020) and Council Conclusions by
looking at EU’s external engagement with non-EU countries in combatting
terrorism. In this regard, EU attaches special importance to North African and Sahel
countries which represent fertile ground for the rapid spread of violent extremist and
radical groups. The EU established missions in these regions such as EUCAP Sahel
Niger, EUCAP Sahel Mali, EUBAM Libya with an explicit mandate on
counterterrorism. The EU also supported the G-5 Sahel Joint Force, which was
established in 2017 among Sahel countries, as a regional partnership for fighting
terrorism, organised crime and smuggling. In addition to counterrorism cooperation
with North African and Sahel Countries, the EU employs various tools at its disposal
such as border control, judicial cooperation and security sector reform for the
prevention of terrorism and transnational crime. Nevertheless, this study argues that
EU’s security cooperation with North Africa and Sahel countries underscores
religion-oriented violence and focuses on “Islamist” violent extremism and
downplays the root-causes of terrorism such as poverty, weak state governance and
income inequality.

Mahfoud Ali ZOUI (Dr. - 8 Mai 1945 Guelma University)

'Politics of Memory" in the ‘New Algeria’ and the Future of Relations with
France

The legacy of the French colonial history in Algeria has long cast its shadow on the
relations between the two countries. The instability which characterized these
relations since independence is largely attributed to the failure to 'reconcile collective
memory' due to the historical "French obsession with Algeria," which was once the
jewel in crown of the French Empire. This 'Algeria obsession' has arguably
prevented Paris from recognizing its imprescriptible crimes against Algerians and
pushed it to glorify its colonial experience in Algeria through legislation and
provocative political discourses. This paper argues that since the election of
President Abdelmadjid Tebboune in 2019, a new policy approach with a harder line
regarding the memory issues has been adopted with far-reaching implications for the
future of the political, economic and cultural relations between the two countries.
The measures and initiatives adopted by Tebboune who vowed to “lay the
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foundations of a new Algeria,” send a clear message to Paris that there will be no
compromise in the file of collective memory and that establishing normal relations
based on mutual trust and equal partnership can only be achieved when France
succeeds to come to terms with the legacy of its brutal colonial past, recognizes its
crimes during the colonial period ,and bears its historical responsibilities.

Caglar EZIKOGLU (Dr. Ogr. Uyesi - Cankir1 Karatekin Universitesi)
The Logic of Political Survival in Middle East: The Case of AKP and Ennahda

This research argues that the correlation between Islamist political parties or leaders
and power repeat themselves across time and space in light of the concept of political
survival. Hence, Turkey under the AKP rule is not an exception to this argument.
With the study of the AKP case, it will be possible to expand the comparative
analysis on this issue and explore the logic of political survival in the Islamist
political parties. The Ennahda in Tunisia is one of the most obvious examples of this.
Tunisia’s moderate Islamist Ennahda party has won the country’s first democratic
election since the Arab Spring uprisings of 2011. Ennahda, which has been in power
in 2011, continued to increase Islamic politics during its rule and did not end
pressures on the secular society. Ennahda’s policies seriously damaged its political
survival in the 2014 elections. The Tunisian secular Nidaa Tounes party emerged as
the main winner in the 2014 parliament election. As a result, Ennahda has realised
that as long as Islamist politics continues, political survival will not be protected after
this election. This awareness emerged at the 2016 party congress when Ennahda
formally announced its intention to separate its political and religious work in this
congress. This paper claims that, in determining political positions and policies for
Islamist political parties, it is based on protecting political survival rather than other
issues like religion. This research uses a comparative analysis with focusing the AKP
and Ennahda case to prove this argument.
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
